
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  January 23rd, 2013
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:23 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Domain Names under Chris Nichols, IST. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the January 9th, 2013 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The Commissioners received a letter from members of the Custer County Weed and Pest Board, Tom Barnes, Marty Mahrt, Bob White, Dennis Selting, Myron Eggers, (excluding Earl Stombaugh) saying that they are in agreement to disband the weed board. The weed board members do not have the authority to disband the board but can resign from the weed board. A request for Letters of Interest has been published for persons interested in serving on the weed board. Several interested persons have replied.  Appointments to the weed board will be named at the February 6th Custer County Commission meeting.

-Western Construction bid $5.95 per ton FOB for WCI (Colgan) Pit 6 miles east of Junction of Lower Spring Creek Road & SD Hwy 79 on Lower Spring Creek Road

Final Plat: Lakota Lake Encampment–Plat of Revised Stage Stop Tract and Revise Lakota Lake Tract Located in the S ½ SE ¼ of Section 21, T2S, R6E BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. The Board moved to table the plat to the February 6th, 2013 meeting. Motion carried. 
Final Plat 2013-1 West Forty III Subdivision– Plat of Lot A West Forty III Subdivision located in the SW4NE4 and SE4NW4 of Section 28, T2S, R7E , BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant is Willard Werth. The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met.  Motion carried.
-The Board reviewed a letter written by David Green, Planning Director, to United Order of South Dakota (FLDS) advising them that 5 of their building permits had expired and that they cannot proceed with any further work until new permits are issued or extensions issued.  
Rex Harris, City Planner
Rex informed the Board that the City will be asking Custer County Housing to move out of the office space in City Hall.  He asked if the county had a place for them to set up an office. It was noted by the Board that any such request should be made directly by a representative of Custer County Housing.

Chris Nichols, IST-Resolution 88-23 Close Section Line
This resolution closed a portion of a section line.  In the resolution description there is no mention of the closure of the section line in Lot A of MS#89 and the title company thinks that the original intent was to include the section line closure in Lot A. The Board moved to table it until the next meeting to allow the Planning Department to do research.  Motion carried 
-Domain Names: Asian Domain Registration Service in China asked if a company applying to register “custercountysd” as a brand name in Asian countries would be a conflict for Custer County.  The Board agreed that it would not be a conflict.
