Therefore, it is hereby ordered that such territory, as described in the Petition, shall with the assent of the landowners as provided in SDCL 31-12A-10, be an incorporated paving district by the name specified in the application.  Further, we declare that a Notice of Election be placed in the Custer County Chronicle each week for two (2) consecutive weeks.  A vote shall take place on the proposed district on the 15th of December, 2014, at 6:00 pm at 11936 Woodnote Lane Custer, South Dakota located in Custer County, South Dakota.
Ty Littau – Department of Agriculture

-Ty introduced himself to the Commissioners as the new Dept of Ag Development Representative.  He is in the process of determining which counties would like to be involved in a county site analysis program that would help determine which land within a county is conducive for agricultural development.  This analysis would be at no cost to the county and could be of great help in determining land use and zoning plans.  The Commissioners all agreed that this would be beneficial to the county and would like to participate in the program.
Matt Flett – Associated School Boards

-Matt gave the Commissioners information about the County health insurance with SDASB.  He explained that because our insurance is a pool, it affords us the ability to share the risk with the other members.  Because the stop loss carrier has increased the pool claim limit to $250,000, this will increase to the cost of individual insurance premiums by 10% for 2015.  The Commissioners thanked Matt for his time and insightful information.
Save the South Unit – Resolution 2014-12
-Travis Bies moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to sign Resolution 2014-12.  Motion carried

Resolution 2014-12 Save the South Unit

Whereas, The National Park Service, Badlands National Park, Oglala Sioux Tribe and Oglala Sioux Parks and Recreation Agency have presented the Final General Management Plan/Environmental Impact Statement (GMP/EIS) for the South Unit of the Badlands National Park; and Whereas, said GMP/EIS provides for 133,000 acres to be used for stocking of 1,000 head of bison, the removal of leases to livestock producers, future expansion of the Park and uncertainty of future funding by either NPS or Tribal entities; and Whereas, the GMP/EIS indicates that the park herd of bison will not be vaccinated and the potential liability of Brucellosis spreading to the neighboring livestock exists, which spread would have a detrimental effect on current producers overall income for both large and small ranchers; and Whereas, a decrease in revenue for ranchers will affect local economies and the ability for individuals to support themselves; and Whereas, the number of bison the plan will introduce can’t be sustained by the proposed park acreage and exceeds the limits of current grazing leases; and Whereas, the natural water supply is insufficient to sustain a bison herd of the proposed size; and  Whereas, both overgrazing and depletion of natural water resources will increase the risk of wildfire danger, thereby jeopardizing Shannon County residents and property, and over-extending emergency service resources; and

Whereas, there is no assurance that property owners will not be displaced from their homes or that cemeteries will not be desecrated; and  Whereas, the Custer County Commission has heard from the organization – “Save the South Unit” that they do not support the proposal;  Now Therefore Be It Resolved by the Board of County Commissioners hereby stands in opposition to the findings of the GMP/EIS for the South Unit of the Badlands National Park; Now Therefore, Be it Further Resolved that, a copy of this Resolution be sent to each of South Dakota’s Congressional Delegation, Governor Daugaard, State Legislators and the National Park Service.
