Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  November 6th, 2013
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney, Auditor and the Deputy Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Executive Session for Personnel at 8:30. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes The Board moved to approve the minutes of the October 23rd, 2013 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.  The Board moved to approve a correction to the October 9th, 2013 minutes. Motion carried. Correction reads: The Board moved to approve the hire of Pam Johnson as Deputy II in the Treasurer’s office with a starting pay of $11.75 per hour effective October 15th, 2013.  

Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Management -Mike informed the Commissioners on the preliminary disaster assessment completed in conjunction with FEMA on November 3rd. As a result of that assessment, a presidential declaration has been forwarded from the Office of the Governor to the President. This is done as part of a multi-county request for those public assistance entities impacted by the October blizzard event.

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent -Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- Golden West Telecommunications made application for occupancy of Lady C Road right of way located in Sec 25, Township 6S, Range 5E, Custer County, SD for buried fiber optic telephone cable. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried. 
-The Town of Hermosa sent a letter asking for an extension on the purchase option for the East County Highway Shop.  The Board moved to approve an extension giving the Town of Hermosa 60 days to act on the option to purchase upon notice from the County. Motion carried.
-Telephonic Meeting-Cattle Carcass Burial Pit - On Tuesday, October 29th, 2013 Dave Hazeltine, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman and Jim Lintz had a telephonic meeting with Gary Woodford to discuss the cattle carcass burial pit.  It was decided that the pit would be closed on November 4th. Gary reported that the carcass pit east of Hermosa has been filled, leveled and reseeded as per permit regulations.  Travis Bies suggested that Mike Carter identify and get pre-approval on possible sites for catastrophic cattle carcass burial for the future. 
Executive Session Personnel The Board moved to go in and out of executive session at 8:43 a.m. and adjourned at 9:00 a.m.  No action taken.
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff   The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the WSD Juvenile Services Contract for 2014. Motion carried.
Supplemental Budget Hearing A supplemental budget hearing was held at 9:00 a.m. in the Custer County Courthouse, Custer, SD at which time no interested persons appeared.  The Board moved and seconded a motion to adopt resolution 2013-6. Motion carried.
