Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
Mountain Pine Beetle Information Meeting: Gary gave information on the meeting he and Dave Hazeltine attended on December 19th.  Dr. David Ball with USD is recommending the cut and chunk method of thinning trees with the focus on a corridor of 200’ on either side of County and State highways. Governor Dugaard has appropriated 2 million dollars to be directed towards counties for this program.  Dr. Ball asked the Highway Departments to establish a program of identifying areas of dead or dying MPB trees along those corridors, excluding timber sale areas, in order to give a count to the State upon their request.  
Cheyenne River Bridge Project:  Gary reported to the Commission that the plans are in final review and should be let for bid in January 2013.

8th Street Bridge Project:  Gary informed the Commission that the project should be let for bid in 2013 and the project should be completed in 2013.

Hazelrodt Cutoff Bridge Project:  Gary stated that the project would be let for bid in 2013 and the project should be completed in 2014
Request for Noxious Weed Declaration:  A declaration of what is considered Noxious Weeds was presented to the Board for signature as there is no Weed Board Chairman at this time. The Board moved to approve the list of Noxious Weeds.  Motion Carried

Supplemental Budget Hearing

- Rick Wheeler and Deputy Heath Lowry gave a presentation on the acquisition to two Hummers that were military surplus at no cost to the County with the exception of automotive paint. The Hummers will be repainted and refitted through donations from local vendors and upon approval of the National Guard the labor will be at no cost, one will be refitted as a search and rescue vehicle and one as a D.A.R.E vehicle.

Jeff Prior, owner of Custer Greenhouses won the 2012 Fellowship Award which gives local business owners $10,000 to use towards business education.  SH & Dakota Rising are 501C3 non-profit organizations that promote retail businesses.  Harold asked the Board if they would consider contributing to the organization.  Dave Hazeltine stated that as the 2013 County budget had already been approved they might not be able to contribute this coming year but would consider the request at the next meeting and if Harold made a request next spring when budgets are being developed the Board would consider it in the 2014 budget.
