
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  February 1, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Executive Session for Personnel under Kirsch & Carter at 8:15. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the January 18th, 2012 Commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared

Department Heads 
-Department heads present were Jim Lyndoe, Dawn McLaughlin, Linda Nelson, Gary Woodford, Mike Carter, David Green, Bill Kirsch, Allison Jensen, Rick Wheeler and Tracy Kelley. 
-Grand Opening Update- Allison Jenson updated the Board on plans for the grand opening that is scheduled for the first day of spring on the 20th of March.  An opening ceremony is being planned with guest speakers, food, refreshments and entertainment.

Furniture Committee Update- Most of the furniture has been received and the remaining furniture should be installed in the next 2 to 3 weeks. Two enclosed bulletin boards have been ordered, one for the first floor and one for the second floor.  The remaining guest chairs were delayed because the supplier ran out of the fabric.  
Internal Wage Discussion-Mike Carter explained that the department heads are forming a committee to review wages for county employees and to plan for ways to retain current employees, hire future employees and reward long time employees. Department head committee members will be Mike Carter, Linda Nelson, Ken Irwin, and Gary Woodford.  Phil Lampert and Travis Bies agreed to be on the committee.  The committee will meet before the next commission meeting to come up with a mission statement to present at the February 15th meeting.  
Bill Kirsch/Mike Carter-Mountain Pine Beetle Project
-Carter advised that the Forest Service has come up with additional funding to use for the mountain pine beetle epidemic in an area around Custer. The borders of the area are Sylvan Lake Road, Mickelson Trail and Ponderosa Street.  Custer County Weed Department could assist the Forest Service in marking trees if needed.  In the event that the county assists the Forest Service, county expenses would qualify for Title III funding. The Board moved to allocate Title III funds to pay county expenses to assist the Forest Service in marking trees. Motion carried. 
-Kirsch said the mountain pine beetle project done by the county is at 90% completion. Over 75 checks have been issued to landowners who participated in cutting and chunking trees infected with the mountain pine beetle.   
Executive Session, Personnel Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel.  The session began at 8:20 a.m. and adjourned at 8:47 a.m. No action taken. 
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
East County Shop
-Another piece of property on Milky Road, west of Highway 79, was discussed as a possible site for a highway shop but the location is not as convenient and the terrain is rocky. 
-The Board moved to authorize Gary Woodford to make an offer on property on Missle Road in Hermosa for a county highway shop.  Motion carried.  
Surplus
-Gary presented a list of miscellaneous vehicle and machinery parts that the highway shop no longer has any use for, as well as 4 traffic counter kits that no longer work.  They will be boxed up and put on the next county auction.   The Board moved to approve the miscellaneous list of surplus items for county auction.  Motion carried.    

Application for Occupancy on Right of Way 
–JR Ranch made application for occupancy of right of way for a pipe crossing on Highway 715 in Section 5, T5S, R1E in Custer County for livestock water. 1 ¼“ polypipe will be installed to the depth of 5’ with a backhoe. The Board moved to approve the application.  Motion carried. 

-JR Ranch made application for occupancy of right of way for a pipe crossing on Highway 319 in Section 22, T6S, R2E in Custer County for cattle water. 1 1/2“ polypipe will be installed to the depth of 5’ with a backhoe.  The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried.  
-Angie Pemble made application for occupancy of right of way to install an unlocked gate crossing on an abandoned right of way on a county road in Section 36, T2S, R7E. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried.  
Resolution to Change the Boundaries of Precincts 6, 7 & 8
The Board moved to adopt Resolution 2012-3. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2012-3  
RESOLUTION TO CHANGE THE BOUNDARIES OF PRECINCT 6, PRECINCT 7 AND PRECINCT 8 TO BE THE SAME AS WARD I, WARD II AND WARD III OF THE CITY OF CUSTER
WHEREAS, the City of Custer adopted Ordinance #703 on 12-19-11, to amend their Aldermanic Wards as follows:  


A.  Ward I.  That part of the city which extends from the northern city limits on the west side of Seventh Street and continuing south to the southern city limits extending west to the western city limits.


B. Ward II. That part of the city which extends from the northern city limits on the east side of Seventh Street and continuing south to the north side of Mt. Rushmore Road extending east to the eastern city limits.


C. Ward III. That part of the city which extends south from the south side of Mt. Rushmore Road on the east side of Seventh Street, extending east to the eastern city limits, and the Boot Hill Subdivision.

WHEREAS, The City of Custer amended the Wards to make the number of Custer City citizens in each Ward more even. 

WHEREAS, the boundaries of Precinct 6, Precinct 7, and Precinct 8  in Custer County shall be changed to match  Ward I, Ward II and Ward III in the City of Custer ; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners for Custer County, pursuant to SDCL Chapter 12-14-1, that the boundaries of Precinct 6 in Custer County shall be changed to be the same as Ward I in the City of Custer; that the boundaries of Precinct 7 in Custer County shall be changed to be the same as Ward II in the City; and that the boundaries of Precinct 8 be changed to be the same as Ward III in the City of Custer.

Martin Bezucha-Abatement 1024A
-Mark Bezucha requested an abatement of taxes payable 2012 on Parcel 10977 in the amount of $1078.46. Brad Keizer-4-H/Youth Advisor

Brad is responsible for forming a 4H Promotion and Expansion Committee by the end of March 2012 which will meet quarterly and serve as the extension advisory committee at the county level. Brad asked for a commissioner to be on that committee. The Board will discuss that and let Brad know.

The Board asked State’s Attorney, Tracy Kelley to review the MOU for discussion at the February 15th commission meeting.  
Scott Niles/Matt Haugen, Union Negotiations Executive Session

-Scott Niles, from The International Union of Operating Engineers, and Matt Haugen, Union Steward for the sheriff’s office discussed their 3rd proposal for this year’s union contract.  Further discussion needs to be had concerning the proposal to change the pay scale.  Kelley, Nelson and Hartman will meet with Niles and Haugen after the commission meeting to clarify the pay scale.  The proposal will be presented again at the next meeting.    

David Green, Planning

-Green advised that Custer County received notification that FAA Bismarck ADO and SDDOT Office Aeronautics has set aside time on March 13th at 8:45 a.m., prior to the 2012 SD Airports Conference in Deadwood, to meet with representatives of the Custer County Airport.  They would like to discuss our proposed land acquisition, corresponding environmental assessment and the shooting range.  Lampert, Green and Bies voiced interest in attending.  
Mail Call/General Busines
-The Board acknowledged the following: A thank you letter to the Commissioners and Highway Department from Kevin and Mary Malloy of Buffalo Gap for road work done on the south entrance into town as well as the new county road route through town; a letter from Hermosa Water Users Association denying the request from the County to get water from their association for the proposed shop on Hwy 79 and a request that the county weed sprayers not fill out of the fire fills located on their system until they can come up with  a satisfactory method that will not contaminate their system; Copy of letter sent to Regional Health from Richard Barry regarding his check to settle a small court claim regarding copays not covering x-rays and blood tests at the Custer Clinic. 
-The Custer Area Arts Council sent a letter of invitation for the appointment of a liaison from the Custer County Board of Commissioners to participate on the Arts Council Board of Directors. Dave Hazeltine was appointed to the Arts Council Board of Directors and Phil Lampert was appointed an alternate.
