-Bridge Reinspection Program

The Board moved to adopt resolution 2013-2. Motion carried.  
BRIDGE REINSPECTION PROGRAM RESOLUTION 2013-2 FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACT

WHEREAS, Title 23, Section 151, United State Code and Title 23, Part 650, Subpart C, Code of Federal Regulations, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culvers that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.
THEREFORE, Custer County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program using Bridge Replacement funds.

Custer County request SDDOT to hire Brosz Engineering, Inc. for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost. Custer County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.

 Chris Nichols, IST
-Chris demonstrated the resolution of the base imagery from the flyover done by Fugro Earthdata, Inc. The area covered was approximately 1559 square miles in size at pixel resolution of 1.0’(one foot). The mapping will be used for pine beetle infestation analysis and mitigation.

David Green Planning
2013-2 Final Plat Stovall Subdivision. Legal description is Plat of Lot 1 Stovall Subdivision located in the SW ¼ SE ¼ Section 8, T3S, R9E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant is Darleen Stovall. The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met.  Motion carried.
Swanda Variance Request Discussion Legal Description is Tract A, NE4SE4, Section 12, T4S, R4E, BHM Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant is Marcy and Ken Swanda. This property is constrained by National Forest Service boundaries to the west and the Sidney Park road right of way on the east. The road right of way consists of two separate H lots.  With setbacks taken into account, there remains a narrow building envelope.  Construction of a small to moderate size residential structure with a garage that extrudes would require encroachment into the minimum setback distance from the property boundaries. 
Swanda Variance Hearing
-As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. The Board of County Commissioners adjourned and sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 10:00 a.m.  Lintz moved, and Lampert seconded a motion to approve the variance.  Motion carried. The Board adjourned as Board of Adjustment and reconvened as the Board of County Commissioners. 
Southern Hills Water.
SBHW is constructing a building on a 2 ½ acre lot and intend to install a buried holding tank beneath the building. They are required to get a building permit for the structure, but our ordinance does not address buried holding tanks. Green asked for the Boards approval for the holding tank.  The Board had no problem with it. 
US-Europe Energy Group, LLC Hearing 
-As advertised, a public hearing was held on the Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highways by US-Europe Group, LLC.  Frank Rapp, as representative of the applicant, withdrew the Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highways until a later date.
-Some discussion was held regarding if the county has the authority over right of ways on a county highway.  Tracy Kelley, States Attorney, said she would write a letter of opinion on the subject. 
Gerald Wendorff, Workman’s Comp Claim
Gerald claims that he has outstanding medical bills that should have been paid for by the county’s workman’s compensation as a result of an injury while employed as a seasonal employee with the weed department in 2008. The case will be reviewed and researched and further discussion will be held at the March 27th commission meeting.
