-The Board moved to adopt Resolution 2012-9. Motion carried. The Weed Board also signed the same resolution at their last meeting.
RESOLUTION 2012-9 RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE BLACK HILLS REGIONAL MOUNTAINPINE BEETLE STRATEGY
WHEREAS the mountain pine beetle has caused extensive damage throughout the Black Hills over the past 15 years, affecting more than 500,000 acres across all landownerships and threatening the socio-economic and ecological values therein; and 

WHEREAS the Black Hills Conservation Leaders Group was formed to synchronize the various local, state, and federal efforts through a shared vision and strategy; and 

WHEREAS the Black Hills Conservation Leaders Group assigned a subcommittee to produce a draft of the Black Hills Regional Mountain Pine Beetle Strategy; and

WHEREAS the cost to  several counties of South Dakota to implement programs to effectively treat and control mountain pine beetles continues to increase; and 

THEREFORE the Custer County Commissioners endorses the Strategy and the Chairman is authorized to sign the final version of the Black Hills Regional Mountain Pine Beetle Strategy for the purposes expressed herein.

Purchase Agreement East County Shop The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Offer and Agreement To Purchase Tract County Shop East located in Gvt. Lots 3 and 4 of Section 18, Township 3 South, Range 8 East of BHM, Custer County, SD as shown on 12 Plats at 513 for the total consideration of $65,000.00. Motion carried.   
Application for Occupancy on Right of Way Golden West Telecom made application for occupancy of right of way for a buried fiber optic cable on Highway CS17 in Section 6, T6S, R8E in Custer County. Buried fiber cable will be installed to the depth of 36” by directional bore.  The Board moved to approve the application.  Motion carried. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Bridge Inspection Work Order of Consultant Services with Brosz Engineering, Inc. for project number BR NBIS(27) for bridge inspections for structures in Custer County. Motion carried. 
- Gary Woodford was not able to order a semi truck using Pennington County’s bid since the bid was extended the first of the year and the prices are no longer correct.  He will advertise for sealed bids for 1 tandem axle truck to be let May 16th.
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-Executive Session- Personnel Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel.  The session began at 8:22 a.m. and adjourned at 8:30 a.m.  No action taken. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign a letter to the Angostura Irrigation District allowing them to burn the road ditches along their project area in Custer County as long as they accept the liability of any escape of fire that might occur  and that the necessary equipment is available for extinguishing any fires. Motion carried. 
Custer County Conservation District
-Jim Hughes, Dave Thom, Stephanie Rittberger and Paul Nettinga reviewed the Custer County Conservation District Annual Work Plan for 2012 and the annual report for 2011.  

David Green Planning

-The Board of County Commissioners, serving as the Board of Adjustments, reviewed a request for variance from Marty and Brandi Hunsaker. Hazeltine moved and Lampert seconded a motion to deny the variance request.  Hazeltine, Lintz, Hartman and Bies voted in favor of the motion. Lampert voted against the motion.  Motion carried.  
Noise and Construction Ordinance
-Discussed a potential noise/construction county ordinance. Board wanted to have time to consider an ordinance including its ramifications and wanted time to obtain public input on the subject.  A special meeting will be held on Monday, May 14th at 6:00 p.m. in the Custer County Commissioners Room in the Custer County Courthouse for the purpose of allowing the public to provide input and comments concerning such an ordinance. 
Custer County Airport-New Hangar
-There has been some interest in additional hangars being built at the Custer County Airport.  Mark and Shannon Stites will draw up a plan of how many additional hangars the airport can support.  Electricity needs to be provided to the sites and the county will consider paying for the installation of power to the sites but will pass the cost on to those constructing the hangar.  Holding tanks would be acceptable and water will come from the county well.

Executive Session- Legal Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for legal.  Present were members of the Custer County Housing & Development Board, Stanley Neugebauer, Bonnie Miller, John Preston and Gladwin Paulsen as well as the Custer County Commissioners, the State Attorney and Auditor. The session began at 11:32 a.m. and adjourned at 12:06 p.m.  No action taken. 
Mail Call/ General Business
-The Board acknowledged the following: Letter from SD Department of Revenue notifying us that Sarah Pavek has met all requirements necessary to hold the professional designator of “Certified Appraiser Assessor” effective April 1, 2012; A Thank You from the Storehouse for their 1st quarter budget payment of $875.00; a Letter from Department of Agriculture reminding us that Title III funds not obligated by September 30, 2012 must be returned to Treasury of The US; a letter from the Forest Service seeking interested applicants  for positions on the Black Hills National Forest Advisory Board; Notice of Small Scale Mine Permit Application for Robert Larson and C. Patrick Dillon for a proposed placer mine.

Indigent-
- Two requests were granted for gas assistance, one for $61.01 to attend a doctor appointment out of town and one for $60.00 for gas to get to new job. Both applicants signed promissory notes for repayment.   
Abatement/Refunds
-Refund 975-Raver Family Limited Partnership made an application for a refund of taxes payable 2012 in the amount of $299.32 on parcel 13521. The refund amount is the difference between owner occupied status versus non-owner occupied status. They had a fire in the house, moved to older house on property while the damaged house was repaired and lost owner occupied status. The abatement was approved at the last meeting but the taxpayer paid the taxes which made the abatement void.  Now they are applying for a refund.  The Board moved to approve the refund of $299.32. Motion carried.
-Refund 976.  Richard McDonald made an application for a refund of the first half of taxes payable 2012 in the amount of $1,222.24. This parcel was classified as owner occupied until 2011 and for an unknown reason lost owner occupied status in 2012.  The refunds amount is the difference between owners occupied status versus non-owner occupied status. The Board moved to approve the refund. Motion carried. 
-Abatement  1035A.  Richard McDonald made an application for an abatement of the 2nd  half of taxes payable 2012 in the amount of $1,222.24.
