D. Emergency Management
1. Mike Carter asked to have the 2017 Title III funds be moved to Search and Rescue.  An ad would need to run for 45 days requesting this change.  Motion by Lintz, seconded by Lampert to approve the advertisement.  Motion carried.
E. Highway Department

1. Gary Woodward informed the Commission that he misread the gravel bids from the April 12, 2017 bid opening.  Motion by Sorenson, seconded by Lintz to rescind the bid acceptance/award from the April 12, 2017 meeting and to re-advertise and re-bid the same.  Motion carried.
2. Steve Grabill with KLJ discussed some of the findings with SAT.  There will be a meeting with them from 1 – 3 p.m. April 27 at the DOT office for the report.
a. Report showed that Custer County residents are overall positive about county roads.  Some concerns were the continuation of county road maintenance, dust control, and road safety.  They will look at some of the dead-end roads in subdivisions to tie them with other roads to aid in emergency management.
b. There is a 5-year plan that deals more with safety and also a long range project for the next 20+ years.
F. Planning Department

1. Plat Approval – Motion by Hartman, seconded by Lampert to approve the plat of Battle Creek/Walking U.  Motion carried.
2. The employee review was moved to the Human Resource portion of the agenda.  
H.   Sheriff’s Department

1. The Sheriff presented a request on behalf of the Child Advocacy Center for a donation to help fund the Center in the amount of $1,000.00.  The Child Advocacy Center conducts forensic interviews of children for law enforcement agencies, including Custer County, and provides experts for testimony in court proceedings.  Their services have been at no cost to the County.  Motion by Hartman, seconded by Sorenson to approve the request for $1,000.00. Motion carried.  
2. The User Board for Dispatch was previously established to fulfill legal requirements of the dispatch center when it was separate from the Custer County Sheriff’s Office.  With the placement of the dispatch center under the Sheriff’s Office, the User Board is no longer needed and is dissolved in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement.    

3. Rick Wheeler presented a request to apply for the Court Security Grant Money to be used to furnish three exterior cameras for the courthouse.  The cost associated with the cameras would be $7,810.  The grant would allow for 50 percent to be reimbursed.  Motion by Hartman, seconded by Sorenson to approve.  Motion carried.

H. Human Resources

c. Commission acknowledged that pre-employment background checks will be conducted on new hires at a cost of $44 each.  
d. Commission acknowledged that Danielle Shade had successfully completed her six-month probationary period and is entitled to a .50 per hour wage increase.  Motion by Lintz, seconded by Lampert to approve the wage increase.  Motion carried.
