
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  April 4, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Carson Engelskirger, BH Forest Resources Assn.–Mt. Pine Beetle Strategy at 9:05. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the March 20th, 2012 commission meeting with the following corrections. Refund 974R- Judith Hoover, surviving spouse of Harold Hoover, made application…… -Abatement 1030A Judith Hoover, surviving spouse of Harold Hoover, made application ……Motion carried. 
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Department Heads
Present were: Jim Lyndoe, Mike Carter, Gary Woodford, David Green, Tracy Kelley, Linda Nelson, Dawn McLaughlin, Allison Jensen, Dennis Zellner, and Ken Irwin. Allison presented the commissioners with a framed picture of the new courthouse and asked them to sign the signature mat. The department heads will also sign.

-The Board moved to approve the Deceased Employee Plaque Committee Policy. Motion carried. 
Deceased Employee Plaque Committee Policy

Committee members shall be current county employees appointed by consensus of the Department Heads. Mission is to add qualified names to the plaque of deceased employees.
Expenses for engraving and tags will be paid for out of the Commissioner’s budget 101-111-429 in the General Fund. Names on the plaque will be presented beginning with the oldest date of service. 10 years of service for appointed and permanent employees will qualify for placement on the plaque. All elected officials will qualify for placement regardless of length of office.  Name and years of service will appear on the tags. 
-The Board moved to pay the French Creek Folk band out of the budget for the open house.  Motion carried. 

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The Board moved to authorize Gary Woodford to order a new semi truck using Pennington County’s bid for $116,851.00 to replace the truck that is down.  Motion carried. 
Mike and Shannon Stites
-Stites have found a summer volunteer for the RV site at the airport.  The volunteer will exchange 8 hours of volunteer time a week for the site. He will also sign a waiver of liability. 

-Two helicopters were based at the airport last week due to the Apple Fire.

-The ASOS monitor at the airport is over 20 years old and needs to be replaced as well as the monitor.  Funds were budgeted to replace them so the board has no problem with them being replaced. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-SD Office of Emergency Management is awarding Custer County $20,952.45 for salary and administrative costs for 2012. An additional $1,000.00 was included to use for travel to SD OEM sponsored events. The Board moved to authorize the chairman to sign the 2012 Emergency Management State and Local Agreement and Addendum for 2012.  Motion carried.  
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff
-Rick will be meeting with the City of Custer to negotiate a new law enforcement contract sometime this month.  Chairman Bies will be working with Rick to negotiate the new contract.   
Property Insurance Quotes
-The Board looked at a quote for county property and equipment insurance from the SDPAA Liability Pool through Hagan Benefits, Inc. for $31,270.00 and a quote from Continental Western Group Insurance through Paul DeHaan with First Western Insurance for $31,937.00. The Board moved to continue coverage with Continental Western Group Insurance through our local agent with First Western Insurance. Motion carried.  
Carson Engelskirger-BH Forest Resources Assn.
-Carson discussed the Black Hills Regional Mt. Pine Beetle Strategy which is to reduce and mitigate the current mountain pine beetle epidemic to endemic levels that allows for economic, ecological and social long-term sustainability of the Black Hills region. He also requested that the Board consider passing a resolution supporting the Black Hills Regional Mountain Pine Beetle Strategy. The Board will consider a resolution at the next meeting on the 18th of April.  
Joe Raver, Abatement Joe Raver was not present.
Abatement 1034A Raver Family Limited Partnership made an application for abatement of taxes payable 2012 in the amount of $299.32 on parcel 13521. The abatement amount is the difference between owner occupied status versus non-owner occupied status. They had a fire in the house, moved to older house on property while the damaged house was repaired and lost owner occupied status. The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried.
David Green Planning

Final Plat 2012-1-Strater Lode Subdivision – Plat of Tract County Shop East and Designated Public Right of Way located in Gvt. Lots 3 and 4 of the SW4 of Section 18, T3S, R8E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicant is Strater Lode, LLC. The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met. Motion carried. 

Energy Efficiency Tax Credit
-Fennell Design Inc. requested permission for allocation of the tax deduction incentives under 179D of the Internal Revenue Code regarding the Energy Policy Act of 2005 and energy savings. This deduction has no value to the County because the County does not pay federal income taxes.  Per the IRS definitions in Notice 2008-40 tax incentives can be allocated to the person primarily responsible for the design of the project.   The Board moved to authorize the allocation of tax incentives to Fennel Design. Motion carried. 

-FLDS plans to do another section of Farmer Road in about three weeks and the project will last for about a month.  All landowners in the immediate area will be notified of the upcoming project.  Green provided the Board with a draft for their review of an ordinance to regulate after hours construction activities.   
Hunsacker Variance
-As advertised a public hearing was held on a variance application. The Board of County Commissioners sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 10:10 a.m.at which time no interested persons appeared.
-Marty and Brandi Hunsaker requested a variance to property described as Lot 4, Section 1,T5, R7,BHM Custer County to the stipulation in Ordinance #3 that requires a property owner to improve a road to county standards as a condition of subdividing land.  The parcel is not being subdivided for purpose of sale but rather as a condition of mortgage.   For the purpose for which this land is being platted, the burden to improve the section line access road is an excessive mandate and diminishes the actual property owner’s use of his lands by reducing the amount of useable land.   They asked to be able to continue to maintain the section line highway to driveway/private road standards. 
The Board moved to table the variance until the April 18th meeting.  The Board of Adjustment adjourned at 10:25 and reconvened as Board of County Commissioners. 
Frank Rapp-Application for ROW

-Application was made by US-Europe Energy Group, LLC. for a right of occupancy for the entire length of the Riverside road beginning from the East, from Section 36 R9E-T6S at the Shannon County Line through Buffalo Gap to State Hwy 79. The intended Usage of above ground, electrical transmissions lines from an alternative energy park located on the individually Indian owned land of Lois Wilson Rapp, on the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation in Shannon County to the transmission supply lines of the Western Area Power Administration (WAPA) and the Black Hills Power and Light. The Board moved to table the Application for ROW until the April 18th meeting. The county will continue to work with the Rapp’s and US-Europe Energy Group, LLC to address outstanding concerns and issues surrounding the application.  The Board moved to write a letter of support for the Lookout Ridge Renewable Energy Project. Motion carried. 
Mail Call/General Business
-The Board acknowledged the following: An email from a concerned landowner who removed all the mountain pine beetle infested trees from his property and was concerned about neighbors who were not planning to remove marked infested trees from their property. The county does not have any enforcement policies in place at this time.

-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign an addendum to the purchase agreement with Mountainview Baptist Church, Inc. to extend the agreement another 45 days. Motion carried. 
The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Miscellaneous Attachment which will be filed on the plat that states any access to the newly acquired 2 acres will be made accessible only from the County Airport Property.  Motion carried. 
Automatic Supplements
-$38,193.67 in State Homeland Security Program funding has been approved to be used for equipment that will include digital mobile and portable radios, data storage, metal detector and ESD software. The Board moved to approve an automatic supplement to revenue account 226-0-331.23 for $38,193.67 and to expense account 226-222-426.23 for $38,193.67. Motion carried.
