Minutes

Dave Hazeltine moved and Jim Lintz seconded to approve the minutes of the March 25th, 2015 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest - None declared
Senate Bill #1 Update
-The Board held a discussion on the portion of wheel tax collections that the County disburses to the Municipalities.  A study was done to see how much collectively has been disbursed over the last five years which amounted to $160,418.48.  A discussion was also held to determine if the County should raise the wheel tax as allowed by SB1.  The Commissioners will address their decisions at the April 29th, 2015 Commission meeting.
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendant

-East County highway shop update – Gary stated that the shop is ready for construction to start, the pad is in place and the location leveled.  Construction will begin next week and should be completed by August 31st, 2015.
Resolution 2015-5 Rally Sweeping of County Roads
-Travis Bies moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to authorize the chairman to sign the following Resolution:

Resolution 2015-5 Rally Sweeping

Be it resolved by the Custer County Commission

That, Whereas, the County of Custer, acting by and through its County Commission, wishes to enter into an agreement with the State of South Dakota to facilitate the sweeping of paved County roads within Custer County affected by the 2015 Sturgis Bike Rally;

And, Whereas, it has been determined by the Department of Transportation that they will administrate the sweeping of all affected roads;

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved, that the County of Custer, acting by and through the Custer County Commission will work with the State of South Dakota Department of Transportation to sweep and facilitate the sweeping of paved roads within Custer County prior to and during the 2015 Sturgis Motorcycle Rally.

-Doug presented some information about the changes to highway funding as a result of Senate Bill #1 that went into effect on April 1st, 2015.  Current projects for 2015 and 2016 will remain in the STIP program for completion.  After the STIP funds have been depleted the County will be required to apply for Grants for road and bridge improvement projects.  The successful applicant will be determined by severity of need of other county highway projects across the state.
Dave Thom, Mountain Pine Beetle Working Group
-Dave gave an update to the Board regarding the current condition of the MPB infestation in the Black Hills.  “Newly released analysis of high resolution aerial photography of the Black Hills of South Dakota and northeastern Wyoming reveals that the mountain pine beetle epidemic is continuing.  However, there are signs that the epidemic is slowing”.  Dave told the Board that Custer County is the most active county in the hills with regard to Forest Service, County and private landowner’s efforts.  Dave Hazeltine asked Dave Thom if aerial spraying was an effective way of treating bug infested trees and Dave said that the spray has to land on the bark to be effective.
Executive Session
-Travis Bies moved and Jim Lintz seconded to go in and out of executive session at 10:12 a.m. and adjourned at 10:40 a.m.  Motion carried.  No action was taken.

-The Board received a letter from United States Department of the Interior.  A determination has been made that lists the northern long-eared bat as a threatened species.  The letter stated - “In areas of the northern long-eared bat’s range that have not yet been affected by white-nose syndrome, as defined in the interim rule, incidental take (unintentional harm to bats incidental to otherwise lawful activities) is not prohibited.  In areas of the bat’s range that may be affected by white-nose syndrome, we believe incidental take caused by some tree removal and tree-clearing activities, when combined with conservation measures that protect the bat’s most vulnerable life stages, does not need to be prohibited to conserve the northern long-eared bat…”
