
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  May 16, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order in the Beef Barn at the Custer County Fairgrounds in Hermosa at 9:00 a.m. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor was present. The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Executive Session/ Legal under Work Session.   Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes The Board moved to approve the minutes of the May 2nd meeting and the May 14th, 2012 special meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared

Black Hills Recovery Network, Dan Holsworth
-BHRN has been involved in a flood study in Hermosa. The next step in continuing the study is to submit the Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) application to FEMA. The estimated cost to complete the submittal package is $4,500. The proposed plan removes a significant amount of property from the floodplain which will reduce development costs. Hartman moved and Lampert seconded a motion to split the cost of the LOMR application with Hermosa and to pay $2,750 out of the contingency fund. Hazeltine, Hartman and Lampert voted for and Lintz voted against. Motion carried.  

Emergency Management
Request for Proposal for East County Highway Shop The Board moved to table until the June 7th meeting. Motion carried. 
Fire Ban The Board moved to lift Part A of the fire ban put into effect on 3-14-12. Motion carried. 
Part A. has been lifted: Any outdoor fire, including but not limited to campfires, warning fires, charcoal grill fires, or the prescribed burning of fence rows, fields, wild lands, trash and debris. This resolution excludes fires contained within liquid-fueled or gas fueled stoves, fireplaces within all buildings, charcoal grill fires at private residences, and permanent fire pits or fire grates located on supervised developed picnic grounds and campgrounds;
 Part B, C and D remain in effect. 
B. Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreational site or while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all flammable materials;
C. Welding or operating acetylene or other torches with open flame; or
D. Operating or using any internal or external combustion engine without a spark arresting device properly installed, maintained and in effective working order meeting either:  SDA Forest Service Standard 5100-1a [as amended]; OR Appropriate Society of Safety Engineers [SAE] recommended practice J335 [b] and J350 [a].
Title III Funds Hazeltine advised that he has asked Mike Carter to research the potential of using Title III funds to supplement available state grant funds for thinning and fuels reduction.

Final Plat- 2012-2 Lein Subdivision- Applicants are Marilyn Bradley, Scott Martin and Melissa Polson. Property Description is Plat of Lot 1 & Lot 2 of Tract 1 of NW2 of SW4 of Lein Subdivision, and a private access easement located in NW4SW4, SW4NW4, all in section 29, T6S, R4, Black Hills Meridian, Custer County, South Dakota. The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met. Motion carried. 

Lapcinski Grading Permit-Green asked for guidance from the Board if he should stick to Ordinance II and deny the grading permit until they go through the access map revision process or consider a variance and allow the grading permit to be issued without the access map revision.  The Board agreed that Ordinance II should be followed. 
Doris Ann Mertz, Custer County Librarian
-Doris Ann introduced Kallen Rittberger and Cody Schlechter of the Kids’ Inc. 4-H Club and recognized them for their efforts to improve the youth-oriented collections at the Hermosa Library.  These gentlemen applied for a “Building Our South Dakota Rural Communities” grant from the South Dakota Department of Agriculture, which was approved.  Kids’ Inc. has solicited and received sponsorships from the community for $625 and has qualified for $625 in matching funds from the grant. $1,250 has been designated toward the purchase of high-quality materials primarily for the use and enjoyment of Middle School and High School students in Hermosa. It is rare to find young individuals willing to devote so much time to better the community in which they live.  The Board commended Kallen and Cody for their efforts.  

Liquor License Hearing
-Mona Zeeck, owner of Elk Haven Horse Camp, sold her business to James A. Smith and has agreed to transfer the retail (on-off sale) Malt Beverage and SD Farm Wine license to the new owner. The Board moved to approve the license transfer. Motion carried.

-The Board moved to approve an indigent request for $401.14 for utility expenses predicated on a signed promissory note for repayment.  Motion carried.   
-The Board moved to table an indigent request for $560.00 for rental assistance until further information can be found. Motion carried.
