
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  May 2, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, and the Auditor were present.
-The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following: Frank Rapp-Application for ROW canceled.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the April 18th, 2012 commission meeting as presented and the April 18th and April 19th Board of Equalization minutes.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Alan Akers-Petition to Improve Section Line

-The Board moved to authorize Alan Akers to build his access road by going straight east on the section line to Ghost Canyon Road. Motion carried.  
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
- The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Sign Retro-reflectivity Assessment/ Management Plan. Custer County will use the Expected Sign Life Method to maintain minimum sign retro-reflectivity on the county Highway System. Under this method, individual signs are replaced before they reach the end of the expected service life.  Motion carried. Custer County has signed up for STP funds to be used to replace signs. 
-Dan Wagner has been hired to fill the Operator 2 position at the highway department effective May 3rd at a starting wage of $14.40 per hour.  The Board moved to approve the hire. Motion carried. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services

The Board agreed that the fire ban should remain in effect until the May 16th commission meeting where it will be reconsidered.  

Courthouse Gallery Committee
-Members of the Courthouse Gallery Committee present were Kim Horkey, Paul Horsted, Mary Jo Marcy, Tommie Leenknect and Phil Lampert. Linda Nelson and David Green are advisors to the committee.  They updated the Board on upcoming activities and future plans.  Phil Lampert donated a display case to be used to display three dimension art.  An opening reception for two Custer County artists, Bonnie Hartpence and Wanda McClanahan, will be held on May 8th from 5:00 to 7:00. The artist’s medium will be on display for 60 days. The public is invited and refreshments will be served.
David Green Planning
Mining Permit- Robert Larson and C. Patrick Dillon have submitted a small scale mine permit application for a proposed placer mine. The legal location is SE1/4 Section 28, T3S, R4E, one mile west of Custer. DENR sent a letter saying that Larson and Dillon needed the Custer County Planning Department’s decision on proposed permits required by the county to comply to land use regulations for the mining permit. If permits have not been obtained, DENR requests a letter stating permits are not required.  The planning department drew up a letter stating that grading, building and floodplain permits would be needed as the project progressed but are not needed at this point. The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the letter of support for Robert Larson and C. Patrick Dillon. Motion carried.
Executive Session/Personnel/Negotiations/Legal Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel, negotiations, and legal.  The session began at 9:35 a.m. and adjourned at 10:02 a.m.  No action taken. 
Ronald Wieczorek, North American Water & Power Alliance No show.
Jeff and Pat Baird, Operation of Black Hills Cabin Site
-In 2011 Baird’s founded OPERATION BLACK HILLS for the purpose of offering a week’s vacation to qualifying wounded veterans and their families, from the Iraq/Afghanistan campaign, at little or no expense to them, with the exception of transportation. Their organization has qualified for a governor’s home from the state and the City of Custer has leased them a site for the home for 20 years. They asked the Board if the Custer County Highway Department could prep the leased site when they are grading Montgomery Street. Hartman and Woodford will look at the site and get back to the Board.

-The Board moved to authorize the chairman to sign Modification #3 to the Cooperative Law Enforcement Agreement #11-LE-11020300-013 with the Black Hills National Forest which will reimburse the sheriff’s office for up to $7,678.98 for patrol activities and $5,126.02 for equipment.
