
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: May 22, 2013  

Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the May 8th, 2013 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Automatic Supplement, Weed Grant-The Board moved to authorize an automatic supplement for $5,200.00 for a Weed and Pest Grant to revenue account 234-000-334.30 and expense account 234-500-429. Motion carried.
-The Board moved to authorize Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent, to purchase a 2014 Freightliner truck tractor off Hughes County’s bid for $116,561.00.  Motion carried.  The purchase was planned for in the 2013 budget.  

-Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- John Beard made application for occupancy for Philip Engelbrecht, for a power line for a center pivot under Highway 656, located in S25, T6S, R8E. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-Homeland Security Exercise-The Region IV Full Scale School Exercise was conducted on May 14, 2013. The exercise had good participation and met the objectives of the plan.
-Drought Declaration-Custer County has been classified as a contiguous county for natural disaster assistance for 2013. This qualifies farm operators for low interest emergency loans from USDA’s Farm Service Agency provided that requirements are met.

Airport-FAA
-Green updated the Board on the Environmental Assessment and the Airport Layout Plan.
Hangar Development/Utility Extension

-The Board moved to install a power line from the road up the property line to the hangar area, to install an H brace near the hangar area and to pay for the expenses out of the Building Fund.  They also moved that the county highway department use a backhoe to dig the trench for the power line and fill in the trench after power is installed.  Motions carried. A new hangar has been constructed and needs power. There is room for 6 more hangars and it was discussed that the cost of installing the power should be split equally between each hangar owner or 1/7 of the final cost. 
-The Board moved to authorize the relocation of the west and north fence and to get quotes for moving and reinstalling the fence.  Motion carried. Moving the fence will open up the field and allow room for helicopters to park. 
Flood Plain
-FEMA-Community Assistance Visit (CAV) was conducted with communities participating in the National Flood Insurance Program to assess the effectiveness of local floodplain management ordinances and enforcement practices. FEMA found no deficiencies with Custer County’s administration and commended the overall efforts for flood risk reduction.   
-CRS Community-The board moved to authorize participation in the Community Rating System. Motion carried. CRS is a voluntary program which provides discounts on flood insurance premiums to policy holders in communities that go above and beyond the minimum standards of the NFIP.
