
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: June 22nd 

Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. Chairman Hazeltine approved the agenda as presented. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the June 8th, 2011 Commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The Board authorized Woodford to do a bid for a truck on the State of South Dakota's Central Bid Exchange website. 
Gravel Crushing-Gary decided that using the option of a portable gravel crusher is not viable because of the man power required to operate it.  He recommended that Custer County use our STIP and RAC funds to purchase gravel and put gravel out for bid.  The Board agreed. 
Application for Occupancy on Right of Way –Dean Johnson made application for a cattle water line across County Road 719 in Section 6, T5, R8, in Custer County with the provision that the 
1 ½” wieldable poly be installed to a depth of 5 ½’.  The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried.  
Memorandum of Understanding -The Board reviewed a draft of a memorandum of understanding from the City of Custer concerning the Montgomery Street project, from the nursing home to Sylvan Lake Road.  The MOU states that the County and City agree to share costs associated with the improvements of Montgomery Street.  The County will assume costs associated with drainage, subsurface material, road base and grading. The City will assume costs associated with asphalt surfacing, engineering, right-of-way and easement acquisition and will assume all future maintenance costs. Interdepartmental Expenses-The Board made a motion that when work is done between county departments the only charge will be for materials and supplies at cost, exceptions to this will be brought to the Commissioners for approval.  Motion carried.  
Jim Lyndoe, Maintenance Supervisor
Airport equipment- The Board moved to authorize Jim Lyndoe to purchase a 10 foot pull behind mower for use at the airport.  Motion carried. 
 Executive Session-Personnel -Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel. The session began at 8:42 a.m. and adjourned at 8:55 a.m. No action taken.
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff

Highway Safety Grant-Wheeler advised the Board that the sheriff’s office is applying for a Highway Safety Grant to be used to staff additional patrol officers on high risk nights and weekends. The total amount of the grant is $18,992.55 of which $1327.50 will come from local match. The grant will cover overtime pay and dash-mounted radar units.
-The Board authorized Wheeler to reinstate Steve McMillin as a Sergeant effective June 25th with a $.50 increase in wages from $17.90 to $18.40 per hour. The Board moved to approve. Motion carried. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Management
Carter presented a Mutual Aid Agreement between Weston County Fire Protection District and Custer County. The purpose is to explain the rights and responsibilities of the WCFPD and Custer County when either encounters events requiring additional personnel, supplies or equipment when responding to events within the other agency’s jurisdictional boundaries. The Board moved to approve the agreement and authorized the Chairman to sign the agreement. Motion carried. 
4-H/Youth Program Advisor Position
-LaDonna McKnight’s full time job as Extension Educator is done on the 21st of June but the state has offered her a contract to work for 20 hours a week until September when the state and county fairs are over.  

-SD State University asked for a letter of commitment indicating our intent to continue in a partnership with SDSU Extension to provide a 4-H Youth Program Advisor position in Custer County.  The Board made a motion to partner with Fall River County to provide a full-time 4H/Youth Program Advisor to be shared between the two counties. Each county will pay $8,375.00 of the advisors salary.  Motion carried.  Each county will provide office space and Custer County will provide support staff for 32 hours a week.  Currently the office space is at the Custer County Annex but discussions are being held about the possibility of relocating the office to Hermosa at the fairgrounds. 
Jim Aberle, Executive Director, Black Hills Vision

Jim brought the Board up to date on the goals and accomplishments of Black Hills Vision. He asked that the board consider pledging funds for the 2012 budget year. The Board said they would consider it a budget time.  
Supplemental Budget Hearing

       -A supplemental budget hearing was held June 22nd, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. in the Custer County Courthouse Annex, Custer, SD at which time no interested persons appeared.  The Board moved and seconded, a motion to adopt resolution 2011-10. Motion carried.

Whereas, The Board of County Commissioners proposed a supplement to the Building Fund Budget (250) in the amount of $147,000.00 for furniture procurement. Means of finance will come from the Building Fund Reserve.

Karla Trautman, SDSU Extension Director
-Karla answered questions regarding the role of local Extension Offices and how SDSU Extension envisions the 4H Youth Program Advisor and County Extension Offices to function under the regional model. Mike Ortner and Deb Russell, Fall River County Commissioners, were also present. Karla presented a comprehensive spread sheet listing of who would be responsible for services and activities in a county extension office.  Karla said the hire process would be done by a committee made up of county commissioners, 4-H individuals, youth group individuals, SDSU staff and extension personnel.   
Keith Perli, President Custer County Fair Board
-Keith and Betty Dikoff, Treasurer, provided the Board with a list of events scheduled at the fairgrounds for 2011. A discussion was held regarding the possibility of constructing a building on the fairgrounds to accommodate the extension office, the DCI and the sheriff’s office in one building.  Also discussed was the possibility of the extension administrative assistant helping the Fair Board with scheduling of activities on the fairgrounds.    
Mail Call/ General Business

-The Board acknowledged the following: A thank you letter from Prairie Hills Transit for the $3,500.00 budget for 2011; letter from SDDOT advising of a meeting being held in Rapid City on July 21st for comments of the 2012-2016 Five Year Statewide Transportation Improvement Program; response from Governor Dennis Daugaard to the Mountain Pine Beetle epidemic; and  notice of Black Hills Association of County Commissioners and County Officials meeting on Friday, July 29th in Sturgis at 12:00 noon.

-David Green discussed a request made to install panic alarm buttons in county offices. The quote for the installation of the system was approximately $3,000.00.  In addition, there are optional monthly monitoring fees.  Green noted that the cost of the system will not be reimbursable by funds from the construction bond.  The Board discussed the matter and agreed to wait until a later date to decide.

-The Board moved to approve the purchase of a Web-based Planning Permit Program for the planning department at a cost of $500.00 for set up fees and an annual fee of $1584.00 to be paid out of planning’s budget. Motion carried.

Indigent-An application for $357 in rental assistance was received. Lintz moved and Lampert seconded a motion to approve the request for rental assistance upon receipt of a signed promissory note for repayment. Lintz, Hartman and Lampert voted for and Bies voted against. Motion carried.
Travel Requests-Jim Sanders, Coroner, made a travel request to attend Coroner Training in Pierre on July 25th & 26th at a cost to the county of mileage at $.37 per mile, about $158.36.  The state will pick up the rest of the costs.  The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried.
