-FLAP Grant-Buffalo Jump Access Road
The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the grant application for a FLAP grant to create an improved access route to cultural and historic exhibits in Wind Cave National Park.  Motion carried.  Improvements include the realignment of CS 101 (711 Road)  and CS5 (Red Valley Road) intersection, safety structures on CS 5, drainage structure, roadway base and surface on 266th Street, as well as fencing and cattle guard structures.

Western SD Juvenile Services Center Compact- 
-Our compact agreement expires this November and discussion was held on the advantages of renewing the contract.  The per diem for members is $236.55 per day  and for non-members is $240.00 per day. Members will be guaranteed space for detainees, transportation of detainees to court and having a voice at the table when making future decisions. Once the contract is received a decision can be made.

Realtors Tax Force- Lane Munger, Ramona Flaig, Patty Hauschildt

Hermosa Ball Field Bids
-One modified bid was received from Rushmore Fencing Company for the changes made in the specifications for the dugout portion of the Hermosa ball field project. They modified their bid from $21,731.35 to $25,430.33. No other modified bids were received.  The Board decided to put this project on hold until a later date.  
SDRS Roth 457 Program

-South Dakota Retirement System is offering a supplemental retirement plan beginning July 1, 2013 which will provide public employees an additional saving option that allows them to make after-tax contributions. The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign letter committing Custer County’s participation in the SDRS Roth 457 program.  Motion carried.
Automatic Supplement
-The 2013 operating plan between the sheriff’s department and the Forest Service allows for $3,315.50 for purchase of designated equipment. The Board moved to authorize an automatic supplement for $3,315.50 to expense account 101-211-435 and revenue account 101-0-342.12. Motion carried.
