C. Conflict of Interest Declaration – none declared.
D. Highway Department

1. Hazelrodt Bridge Right-of-Way.  Hal Hunter expressed concerns over the finished product of the bridge replacement. He provided pictures of the area. He discussed restoration of a trail that had been used by the property owners to access other parcels of property.  The trail accommodated horses, smaller motorized vehicles such as four wheelers and lawn mower.  Rich Zacher with the SD DOT said the project dated back to 2009.  The agreement was signed in September of 2015.  He noted that many things can change over the course of a project like this because the process takes such a long time.  The trail was not included or identified in the project.  He said the county could decide to restore the trail and that a change order could be done to include it with the project.  Custer County would be responsible for 20% of the cost, 80% federal funds.  Lampert and Hartman expressed their opinions of working with landowners where possible.  It was discussed that an Application to Occupy the Right of Way would need to be done.  The landowner would be responsible to make that application.  Commissioner Bies expressed his opinion that the new landowners (who purchased the property in March) should shoulder the responsibility for costs of restoring the trail.  It was decided that DOT and the County will look into the cost associated with the restoration of the trail before any further decisions would be made.  Motion by Lintz, seconded by Lampert to table until the cost estimate could be provided.  Motion carried, unanimous. 
2. Dust control on 7-11 Road.  Sorenson was contacted by Mr. Couch who was upset about the dust on the road. Highway Superintendent Woodford advised the County is scheduled to apply mag chloride to the road on Friday from the quarry to Highway 79.
E. Planning Department
1. Powers Hallawasa Tract. Motion by Lintz, seconded by Hartman to approve the 8-acre tract. Motion carried, unanimous.
2. Jack Dye, Custer County Fairground sale of land. Motion by Lintz, seconded by Hartman to go into Executive Session at 8:52 AM. Motion carried, unanimous.  Motion by Lintz, second by Lampert outside of executive session, to proceed forward and have the State’s Attorney draft a purchase agreement for the purchase of property in Hermosa adjacent to the fairgrounds for review at the next meeting. 
3. Troy Lyndoe of Maria’s Mexican restaurant raised questions concerning the County’s Sign Ordinance after receiving a letter from the Planning Department that the sign located upon his property was in violation.  Lintz suggested re-visiting the ordinance.  Motion by Hartman, seconded by Sorenson to table pending an opportunity for review of the ordinance. Motion carried, unanimous.
4. Bid results for aviation apron and request for signature. Motion by Lintz, seconded by Lampert to proceed with the construction of the project. Motion carried, unanimous.

F. Sheriff’s Department
1. New hire for Administrative Assistant- 24/7 Tech. Motion by Lintz, seconded by Sorenson to approve the hire of Nicole Parker. She will begin about Aug. 2 and her starting pay will be $14.93 per hour. She will have a six-month probation period.
2. Heath Lowery Vehicle Replacement Plan Update 2017. Motion by Hartman, seconded by Lintz to surplus the five vehicles by sealed bid to only law enforcement agencies. There will be no exchange of vehicles until they are paid in full.  Kelley reminded everyone that the commission would need to authorize someone to handle the bid opening.  
G. Department of Equalization – Abatements 1108A-1113A. During the development of the Carriage Hills Subdivision in Hermosa, the developer designated the stated parcel as a public park area.  The parcel has never been developed into a park or green area.  Taxes have continued to accrue on the parcel.  Taxes have remained unpaid on the parcel for the past six years.  The property has since been deeded to the Town of Hermosa.  The Town of Hermosa passed a resolution dedicating it as a park in July. The request is to abate the unpaid taxes for the past six years in the amount of $3585.42.  Motion by Hartman, seconded by Lampert to table the request until the next meeting so the commission can take a closer look at the issue and circumstances concerning transfer of the parcel.
H. Auditor – Airport Wildlife fence- Dawn McLaughlin stated with the value of the replacement cost of the fence to be $350,000, the insurance would be $260 per year with a $2,500 deductible. After discussion about the high deductible, Airport Manager Mark Stites thought lighting at the Airport was more important. McLaughlin will get an estimate for coverage for the lighting instead.
