
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  July 5, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the June 20th, 2012 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Department Heads-Department heads present were Nichols, Carter, Woodford, Kirsch, Irwin, Green, Nelson, McLaughlin, Mertz and Kelley.
-A Health and Awareness Committee has been formed and will be headed by Rick Wheeler and Jim Lyndoe. The committee plans to set up donated exercise equipment in the courthouse basement for county employees use. 

-The Custer County Crusaders Relay for Life 11 member team raised $1,150.00 for cancer.  
Bill Kirsch, Weed Supervisor
-Bill presented the Board with a final copy of the Black Hills Regional Mountain Pine Beetle Strategy. The Commission passed Resolution 2012-9 in April 2012 endorsing the strategy. 
Executive Session/Personnel- Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel.  The session began at 8:12 a.m. and adjourned at 8:26 a.m. No action taken  
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent -Gary advised that he is no longer getting gas from MG Oil. His supplier will be Farmers Union Oil Company DBA CBH Oil out of Sturgis.

Fire Ban June 27th Carter put the fire ban back on for Custer County after approval by phone from the Board. 

Custer County Emergency Fire Ban Effective 6-27-12

-Open burning shall be defined by any of the following occurring on private and
State lands outside of the Black Hills Forest Fire Protection District in Custer
County:
A. Any outdoor fire, including but not limited to campfires, warning fires, charcoal grill fires, or the prescribed burning of fence rows, fields, wild lands, trash and debris. This resolution excludes fires contained within liquid-fueled or gas fueled stoves, fireplaces within all buildings, charcoal grill fires at private residences, and permanent fire pits or fire grates located on supervised developed picnic grounds and campgrounds;
B. Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreational site or while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all flammable materials;

C. Welding or operating acetylene or other torches with open flame; or

D. Operating or using any internal or external combustion engine without a spark arresting device properly installed, maintained and in effective working order meeting either:  SDA Forest Service Standard 5100-1a [as amended]; OR Appropriate Society of Safety Engineers [SAE] recommend-ed practice J335 [b] and J350 [a].NOTE:  This ban on open burning applies unilaterally to all State of South Dakota issued permits including burn barrels. The area East of Highway 79 is also under Type II fire restrictions issued by the Nebraska National Grasslands. 

-On July 2, 2012 Carter contacted Board members requesting that he expand the fire ban to include campfires in all commercial campgrounds and to put a countywide ban on any form of fireworks.  The Sate of SD and US Forest Service have unilateral bans within all facilities in their respective jurisdiction. The Board approved the request by phone. 
Resolution 2012-12
The Board moved to adopt the following resolution requesting that the Governor declare an emergency/ disaster to exist in the County of Custer due to emergency fire conditions and ongoing drought and authorized the Chairman to sign. Motion carried.
Resolution 2012-12

Resolution for Declaration of Emergency Fire Conditions and Ongoing Drought

WHEREAS Custer County South Dakota has suffered continual resource  damages, brought on by fire activity, Mountain Pine Beetle Infestation, and the emergence of drought conditions this spring, as indicated by the “Extreme Drought Condition Class” in the Palmer Drought Severity Index and local fire indexes are at all time highs for this time of season 

WHEREAS Custer County has incurred its first urban/interface loss of 3 single family residential structures and 3 unoccupied structures on July 1st 2012 from the Highlands Wildfire in the Custer Highlands area

WHEREAS all mutual aid resources are committed to incidents in their respective jurisdictions or as a component to out of state response

WHEREAS Custer County has expended all of its portion of the Secure Rural School Acts funding to assist private landowners and leverage governmental partnerships in the battle of the Mountain Pine Beetle

WHEREAS Custer County has enacted a county wide burn ban in cooperation with state and federal agencies

WHEREAS no predicted relief is forecasted for the mitigation of the severe drought impacting Custer County

WHEREAS the existing conditions are impacting socio/economics of the tourism industry 

WHEREAS Custer County has committed all available manpower and monetary resources and taken all possible actions within the jurisdictional boundaries to combat and alleviate the existing situations

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Custer County Board of Commissioners at a regular meeting on the 5th of July 2012, it is hereby requested that the Governor declares an emergency/ disaster to exist in the County of Custer.

Harbach Lane Drainage At the last meeting the Board asked Carter to find out what entities may be affected if the channel in Harbach Lane is changed and how changes could affect the City of Custer’s grant application to FEMA. He found that nothing would be reimbursable to the county if done before the engineering study is completed.   
County Airport Growth Committee
A committee was formed consisting of David Green, Planning Director; David Hazeltine, Commissioner and Mark and Shannon Stites, Airport Managers. Mark Stites presented three options for future plans for the airport. The first option would be to pursue Runway Protection Zone (RPZ) and all land to the south of the runway on the current Environmental Assessment. Option II: purchase Runway Protection Zone (RPZ), move fence on church land, construct access road to church land. This option would commit to dropping all land on the Environmental Assessment except for the land in the RPZ. Option III: Acquire RPZ on this Environmental Assessment and purse land to the south of the runway on a new Environmental Assessment. The Board will consider the options presented and make a decision in the near future. 
Variance Hearing-McCaskell
-As advertised a public hearing was held on a variance application. The Board of County Commissioners sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 9:30 a.m.at which time Blair and Mindy McCaskell appeared to testify. They are asking to construct a small cabin structure located at a minimum of 10’ from Black Hills National Forest service boundary.  The encroach-ment of the standard 20’ setback is necessitated by the physical geography of the lot as well as access road placement and septic system location. The Board reconvened as the Board of County Commissioners. 

David Green, Planning
Variance Request Legal Description is Tract 1 of Lot 2 of HES #457 in W2, Section 30, T4S, R3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicants are Blair and Mindy McCaskell.  This property is constrained by National Forest Service boundaries to the south and a private road/drive to the north.  There is a small building envelope between the two impediments, but would require encroachment into the minimum setback distance from the property boundaries.  Applicant is proposing to locate structural 10’ from property line.   The Board, while sitting as the Board of Adjustment, moved to approve the variance as recommended by the Planning Commission.  Motion carried. 
Final Plat 2012-3 Lots F1 and F2 of McDill Subdivision-Phase I.  Applicants are Ilona and Tom McDill, Sr. The legal description is Plat of Lots F1 and F2, all of Lot F of McDill Subdivision – Phase II, containing a portion of Govt Lot 9 (Homestead of James Henderson) and a portion of Tract 1 of McDill Subdivision of Govt Lot 17 located in the SW4 of Section 1, and the NW4 of Section 2, all in T3S, T3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  The Board moved to approve the final plat as recommended by the Planning Commission, provided that all conditions have been met. Motion carried. 
Verizon Tower Modification- Legal description is NE corner of Section 8, T3S, R8E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant is Matt Newsome, agent for Verizon. The applicant is requesting permission to modify an existing wireless communication tower. Owner is adding a new antennae but the height of the tower is not increased and the applicant has submitted all necessary documentation. The Board moved to approve the modification. Motion carried. 
Mike McNeill- Forest Service
McNeill updated the Board on land exchanges and Forest Service activity in Custer County. 
Mail Call/General Business
-The Board acknowledged a letter from Bureau of Reclamation asking for comment about a Programmatic Agreement to streamline the process on reclamation properties in SD.

-Word was received from National Forest Counties and School Coalition that the Secure Rural Schools and Communities Act was included in the Transportation Bill passed by both branches of Congress.  The bill now moves to the President for signature hopefully next week.  The bill includes $346 million for a one year extension of SRSCA Titles I, II, and III.  Payment will be at 95% of the 2011 funding level.

Allison Jensen, Jacki Miller, Teri Morgan and Darin Gonsor made a travel request to attend the 2012 SDAAO Annual Assessor’s School in Pierre on September 9-14 at a cost to the county of $1,540.00 plus use of a county vehicle. The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried.

Human Resources/Personnel
-Wade Huntington, Public Health Regional Manager, asked for approval of the hire of Leslie Skinner for the County Nurse secretary potion at $10.25 per hour effective June 26th, 2012. The Board moved to approve the hire. Motion carried.
New  Business
Jim Lintz asked if the Board would be agreeable to him starting the process of looking into a request for a traffic light stop on Hwy 40 and Hwy 79 by the Flying J Plaza near Hermosa. The Board moved to approve. Motion carried.

Resolution/Sale of Tax Deed Property
-Fall River County forwarded a resolution that they are supporting through the Black Hills Association of County Commissioners to amend state law to provide that counties can refuse to accept bids from any individuals or companies who are not fully current on all South Dakota property taxes. The Board is also in support of the resolution.  

Road District/ Secondary Road Tax 
-The Board is considering submitting a resolution to the legislature pertaining to road districts & secondary road tax. Extensive research will need to be done until it can be submitted. 
-Alcoholic Beverage Ordinance
SDCL 35-4-81, which addresses times when on- and off-sale liquor service is prohibited has been amended to read: “However, any municipality or county may, by ordinance, allow the sale, service and consumption of alcoholic beverages on Sundays and Memorial Day.” The process to adopt an ordinance consists of 2 readings of the ordinance before the Board can adopt the ordinance. If the ordinance is adopted by the Board it is then published and goes into effect 20 days after being published. Lampert moved and Lintz seconded a motion to authorize the auditor to start the ordinance process. Lintz, Lampert and Bies approved and Hazeltine voted against. The motion carried. (Commissioner Hartman was not present so Chairman Bies voted to make a quorum)
