
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
August 24th, 2011  

Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the August 10, 2011 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Contract for Crushing Gravel and Stockpiling between Custer County and Croell Redi-mix for the bid that was let at the August 10th, 2011 meeting. Motion carried. 
-The highway department received a thank you letter from Geraldean Fluke for cleaning out the cattle guard on Mayo Road. 
-Robert Dugan has completed 3 years of employment as an Operator II and is entitled to a wage increase from $14.40 to $15.40 beginning 9-29-11.  JW Olson has completed 6 years of employment as an Operator II and is entitled to a wage increase from $15.40 to $15.90 beginning 11-8-11. Kevin Treloar has completed 3 years of employment as an Operator II and is entitled to a wage increase from $14.40 to $15.40 beginning 11-27-11.  The Board moved to approve the raises. Motion carried. 

-Buffalo Gap Riverside ambulance is still being stored in the Buffalo Gap highway shop. A letter was sent to the Buffalo Gap first responders in March of this year saying that Fairburn Fire Department was interested in the ambulance. No response to that letter was received. The States Attorney, Tracy Kelly, was directed to address a letter to Shawn Fugier stating that the ambulance needs to be picked up. It will be parked outside of the highway shop with all county equipment removed.  
-Travis Bies asked if the inventory of county cattle guards had been completed yet. Gary was going to check that out and advise. 
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff
-The sheriff’s office was given 2 Hummers. At this time they plan to use one for the D.A.R.E program and one for use by Custer County Search & Rescue.  
Shannon and Mark Stites, Custer County Airport

-Stites gave the Board a monthly update on the activity at the airport.  They now have Enterprise Rental cars to rent. The tractor came back with the new mower deck and mowing is much easier.  Fuel sales for 100 low lead fuel for the month of July was 1981 gallons and Jet A fuel was 1029 gallons. A radio was found in the tug so only one radio needs to be purchased.  Mark requested tools for maintenance of equipment and Jim Lyndoe will see that he gets what he needs. 

-Mark asked the Board if he could explore other priorities for ways to use entitlement funds at the airport, such as upgrading the fuel system, adding another hangar and a helicopter ramp. The Board encouraged him to do so and to bring a plan back to the Board.

- Executive Session-Personnel-Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for personnel. The session began at 9:52 a.m. and adjourned at 9:58 a.m. The Board moved to increase the part time maintenance employee from 4 hours per day to 6 hours per day and to increase the position to full time status January 1, 2012.  Motion carried.
Dan Trana, Petition to Address Water flow  

-Dan Trana and Larry Noem addressed concerns about the flow of French Creek between Sidney Park Road and Granite Heights Road. The landowners would like an additional culvert installed where the creek passes under Granite Heights Road, the silt cleaned out of the creek and from box culverts on Sidney Park Road and clean up around the bridge on Harbach Lane as an effort to allow the creek to handle normal flows. The Board discussed the impacts of recent construction and weather patterns and agreed that a meeting with representatives of all parties involved may be beneficial. The Board directed the Planning Department to develop a recommended standard to which a base flow could be achieved. 
-The Board directed Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney, to set up a cooperative meeting with representatives from the county, city, school, landowners and East Custer Sewer District to define what issues need to be solved, what storm level requirement should be set, and what needs to be done to correct the situation and decide who is responsible for solving the issues. Bies and Hartman will represent the county. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the 2011 Emergency Management State and Local Agreement Addendum allocating up to $20,081.80 for emergency management county expenses. Motion carried. 
-M. Carter presented revised parameters of the Mountain Pine Beetle and Fire Suppression Project which provides financial assistance from Title III funds to private landowners that take tangible actions to suppress Mountain Pine Beetle on their property. Acceptable techniques for suppression of MPB are cutting and removal of infested trees, cutting and chunking infested trees or chemical spraying. The Board moved to approve the revised parameters with the suggested changes. Motion carried. To sign up for the program call Mike Carter at 673-8176 or Bill Kirsch at 673-5680.
-The Board reviewed the joint powers contract sent by the SD Department of Agriculture. Coe Foss from the state was present to discuss the agreement. The agreement outlines what the county’s respective roles would be in the mountain pine beetle project.  It assumes that Custer County will contribute money to the cost share program. Custer County has their own program using Title III funds so the Board agreed not to sign it. 
Variance Hearing-Bobby and Dixie Whittaker
-As advertised a public hearing was held on a variance application for a building permit.  The legal description of the property is Lot 2 of the Beaver Creek Subdivision located in Section 1, T5S, R4E of the Black Hills Meridian, Custer County, South Dakota.

Dixie Whittaker, applicant, was present. Bobby and Dixie Whittaker asked for a variance to build a home and septic system with a minimum distance of 2 ½ feet from the forest service boundary. Dixie discussed the necessity for the variance. The Planning Department Director informed the Board that the Planning Commission recommended that a variance be granted that would allow for construction of the structure to be no closer than 5 feet from the property line. No other comments were received. The Board moved to approve the variance to a maximum of a 15 foot encroachment to the 20 foot setback requirement. Motion carried.  
Supplemental Budget Hearing

       -A supplemental budget hearing was held August 24th, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. in the Custer County Courthouse, Custer, SD at which time no interested persons appeared.  The Board moved and seconded a motion to adopt resolution 2011-11. Motion carried.
