Judy Bottjen – County Nurse Annual Report

-Judy updated the Commissioners stating: “In the last 6 months, Custer has averaged 126 clients per month. The average annual amount of WIC food dollars distributed in Custer County is $94,429.92. In the past 12 months we have provided 67 developmental and/or social emotional screenings that help us identify delays in children 6 months to five years old. We then work with parents to educate them on activities to help improve an area of concern or refer the child to Birth to Three for more specialized attention and education. We continue to educate on the importance of, and provide needed, childhood immunizations to an average of 6 children a month.  South Dakota is first in the nation when it comes to influenza vaccinations and 11th in the nation when adding in all other required childhood vaccinations” 

Mark Stites – Custer County Airport Annual Report

-Mark gave the Commissioners an update on the County Airport.  He stated that the airport has many uses including tourists and business travelers, medical transport, fire suppression aircraft, civil air patrol and airport tenants.  Mark presented some items for consideration to improve airport revenue.
