
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  September 3rd, 2013
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman and the Auditor were present. Tracy Kelley, States Attorney, joined the meeting at 11:40 a.m.

The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Amendment to Mt. Pine Beetle Grant under Gary Woodford. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the August 21st, 2013 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-Jim Lintz declared a conflict of interest with Brian Lintz, Signage for Business item on the agenda. 
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- Golden West Telecommunications made application for occupancy of Little Teton Road right of way located in S27, T3S, R4E  for buried fiber optic telephone cable. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried. 
-Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- Mt. Rushmore Telecommunications made application for occupancy of East French Creek Road  right of way located in S19 & 20, T4S, R8E & R9E for buried fiber optic telephone cable. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried.
-Amendment to MPB Grant- The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Amendment #1 to Grant Agreement 2013-MPB-004 between the State of SD and Custer County for the county mountain pine beetle work plan initiative. Motion carried.
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff
Library Cameras Proposal-Dakota Security Systems submitted a proposal to purchase and install 6 cameras at the library in the amount of $4,151.16. The Board moved to pursue the proposal and to authorize an automatic supplement to pay for the cameras with revenue received from insurance.  Motion carried 
Custer State Park Contract The Board moved to authorize the Rick Wheeler to sign the Services Contract between Custer State Park and Custer County Sheriff’s Office for $7,185.43 for service from July, 2013 to June 30, 2014. Motion carried. 
New Hire The Board moved to approve the hire of Ross Norton as a sheriff deputy effective September 9th, 2013 at $17.90 per hour.  Motion carried.
Western SD Juvenile Services Center Compact- 
-Custer County’s compact agreement expires in November and discussion was held about the advantages of signing the joint powers agreement. Belonging to the pact does guarantee space for detainees, transportation of detainees to court and having a voice at the table when making future decisions.  The Board was in agreement that they would like to stay involved in the pact. 
Greg Josten & Dave Thom-MPB Work Group
Dave Thom, MPB Work Group and Greg Josten, SD Department of Agriculture, updated the Board on the campaign against the mountain pine beetle, its progress and future plans.  They also introduced the new Hell Canyon District Ranger, Sherri Schwenke..
Jim Lyndoe, Maintenance-Annex Bids
-Jim reviewed the 2 bids received for replacing the roof of the Custer County Annex Building and recommended approval of the lowest bidder, Black Hills Roofing, Co., Rapid City, SD with a bid of $67,198.00. The Board moved to approve the bid. Motion carried. The other bidder was Lowe Roofing, Inc. of Whitewood in the amount of $76,395.00. 
Vidal Davila, Wind Cave Update
-Vidal said a proposal has been submitted to the Director of the National Park Service for an increase of $4.00 in tour fees. Wind Cave National Park is also proposing to increase camping sites by $6.00 per night and group camping by $20.00 per night. Vidal asked for the Board’s support and/or comments on the fee changes.    
Brian Lintz, Signage for Business
-Brian asked the Board to consider revising their sign ordinance with more options for businesses to advertise.  Ordinance #12, Providing Regulations for Signs and Advertisement Structure, was adopted in 2003 and is scheduled for review in the near future. Jim Lintz did not participate in the discussion due to a conflict of interest. The Board will take Brian’s comments into consideration when reviewing the ordinance.  

2014 Budget Hearing
      -The 2014 budget hearing was held in the Custer County Commissioners Room in the Custer County Courthouse at which time no interested person appeared to give public testimony. The annual budget, with any changes, will be adopted at the September 25th meeting.
Dennis Knuckles, Airport Hangar
-Dennis is one of the lessees of the county hangar that is being torn down. He presented a proposal to reconstruct a 46’ x 36’ hangar to contain 2 airplanes out of the surplus materials from tearing down the existing 36’ x 125’ hangar. He would then lease the property the hangar is on from the county. The Board moved to table the discussion until the next meeting to allow them to review the condition of the hangar.  Motion carried.   
Mail Call/General Business
-The Board acknowledged a letter from Hell Canyon Ranger District advising that they have received an exploration proposal from Patrick Dillon and Melvin Brassfield, the claim holders of the Griffs Canyon Placer Group, and are asking for comment.
-The Board asked Mike Carter to send a letter to Jewel Cave asking for suggestions of ways to   improve communication from inside the cave.
