Call to Order:  Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse.  
Approval of Agenda:  
Brown moved to approve the agenda.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Wood moved to approve the minutes of August 7, 2012.  Brown seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.    GCBB Subdivision– Plat of Lots 1, 2 and 3 GCBB Subdivision, Located in N2SE4 Section 25, T2S, R6E. BHM, and in Gov Lot 3 Section 30, T2S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicants:  Richard and Judith Vee.
Discussion:  The applicants would like to plat this property as a mixed use plat.  They have an existing bed and breakfast.  There were a few minor issues that the surveyor said he will correct.  There were no comments from the Planning Commission members.
Wood moved to approve the preliminary and final plat of this mixed use subdivision with the Planning Director’s recommendations and corrections.  Brown seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  S. Green abstained from voting.
2.  Streeter Well #2 Tract of Streeter Subdivision -  Plat of Streeter Well #2 Tract of Streeter Subdivision Located in the NW4NE4 of Section 15, T6S, R6E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicant:  Southern Black Hills Water System
Southern Black Hills Water System would like to plat this parcel so they can have their own well on their own parcel off 711 Road near the gravel pit.  There are existing waterlines to be connected to the existing well.  There are a few small issues.  There is a pump house underground.  It is approximately 30’ in diameter and dies bit extend out of the lot line.  The plan of SBHWS is to eventually drill another well.  It will be a well head that pushes the water to the booster that is on now.   SBHWA is exercising an option to buy the well land.  When asked by Lampert he stated that the new well will not affect the Streeter well.
S. Green moved to approve the preliminary and final plat of this subdivision with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
3.  Cell Tower Modification – Little Teton Subdivision – Lot 3 (& Tower Site) in NW4NE4 Section 27, T3S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicant:  Paula Lawton
Discussion:  The next three items are all to change out antennas.  The applications are fairly complete.  The Planning Department will make sure they have bonding and insurance in place.  These three towers have plenty of room left for antennas.
Brown moved to approve the cell tower modification with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Wood seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
4.  Cell Tower Modification - SW4 (except hiway) (Less Lot H2) Section 16, T5, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant:  Frances Wells

Johnson  moved to approve the cell tower modification with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Holland seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
5.  Cell Tower Modification – Lot 1 Revised of SE4NE4 and NE4SE4 Section 2 T3 R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicant:  Frances Wells
Green moved to approve the cell tower modification with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
6.  Variance Setback – SE4 Section 7, T5 R2, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Applicant:  William S. Paulton

Discussion:  The Planning Department was contacted by the son, Trais, about a calving barn.  They would like to put another calving shed on the NE corner of the corrals.  To meet the 30’ setback would not be possible.  They live at the end of the road and the barn would not go outside of the existing corral.  The Planning Commission stated that if this land gets developed in the future the building might have to come down or the road might have to be used.  The Planning Department is considering this because of the location and it is an unplatted road.

Johnson moved to approve the variance with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

C.  Other Items
1.  Ordinance 2 – land use discussion
David Green handed out materials for the Planning Commissioner’s to review and comment on at the next meeting.  There was discussion about the direction that Ordinance 2 needs to go.  There was talk about scheduling a separate meeting to work on the Ordinance.  Mike Fleming suggested that David Green present the draft to the board before we start on a working copy to make sure they are not spinning their wheels over something that does not have a chance of passing.
David Green also brought up that the Planning Department would like 24 hours to process permits so they can be properly researched to avoid possible later problems.
D.  Adjourn
Brown moved to adjourn the meeting.  S. Green seconded the motion.  The meeting was declared adjourned by Lampert at 6:15 pm.
