B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:

1.  CBJJ Subdivision – Plat of Tracts 1 through 20 (inclusive) and of Tract Pond of CBJJ Subdivision located in Gov’t Lots 3 and 4 of Section 7 and in Gov’t Lots 1, 2, 3, and 4, W2NW4, NE4, SE4 Section 18, T6S, R4E, and the SE4 of Section 13, T6S, R3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Discussion:  D. Green stated that this plat has come forward multiple times in the last four years.  It was tabled for more information.  Because of the road placement some of the lots will have no access and will not be able to get building permits.
Johnson moved to deny the application for this plat.     Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  McDill Subdivision Phase III – Plat of Tract A (Formerly the Balance of H.E.S. 283, the Balance of Tract 2 of Gvt. Lot 17 of McDill Subdivision, and the Balance of Tract McDill of Reservation and Reservation No. 1 of M.S. 1553 of McDill Subdivision All Located in Section 1, T3S, R3E, BHM, Custer County South Dakota

Discussion:  This was tabled last month because the survey lines did not match.  Keith Anderson and Jack Knust met about this plat and Knust is going to amend the plat to Anderson’s measurements.  Knust asked the Planning Commission to table it again as there were multiple errors on the final plat that was resubmitted.
Wood moved to table this plat till the March meeting.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  Variance – Lot 7 of Tr A of Magnuson Subdivision Section 36 T2 R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Diamond E Subdivision-Tract 44 of E2NE4 Section 19 T3 R4
Applicant:  Jennifer and Mark Radulovich

Parcel:  11798
Discussion:  The applicant would like to put a lean to on the side of the garage and is requesting a setback to the forest service. They are requesting a 12’ encroachment into the setback.

Holland moved to approve the variance.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
C.  Additional Items:

Discussion:  D. Green advised the Board that there is an issue with properties on West Argyle Road that are going to come before the Planning Commission in the near future in the form of a plat of all the parcels.  He is waiting for direction from the Custer County States Attorney.
He also discussed the issues of mines receiving ag status and the possibility of adding into Ordinance 2 rules for mining operations.

Lastly, D. Green touched on the problem with Southern Black Hills Water and their pump building.  It has been placed in the setback for the road.
