Call to Order:  Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse
Approval of Agenda:  
Fleming moved to approve the agenda.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

S. Green moved to approve the minutes of March 5, 2013.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.  Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision – Plat of Tract Lazy B, Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision, located in the SE ¼ Section 8, T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Discussion:  This is located in the SE corner of the parcel and is SE of the park and Highway 36.  Road was built to county standards to subdivide later.  The plat shows the road as a designated right of way.  The road was not built to County specifications.  David Green thinks a cul-d-sac should be drawn on the plat.  Bishop asked if a note could be on the plat saying there is a cul-d-sac at the end of a private road.  There was much discussion about the road and whether there should be a cul-d-sac or hammerhead.  Bishop stated that they kept the road under 12 degrees.  Bishop presented a new drawing of what the road could be.  He thinks a hammerhead at the private easement might take care of the road issue.  Lampert suggested that Woodford meets the owners on the property and reports back to the Planning Commission.
Moulton moved to approve the plat with the condition that the road is replatted to the County road specifications and with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  S. Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Verizon Cell Tower Modification – Herman Rausch Subdivision – Lot 1 Revised of SE4NE4 & NE4SE4 Section 2 T3, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota
Discussion:  This tower was recently modified by AT&T.  Verizon is requesting to modify it with new antennas.  
Fleming moved to approve the cell tower modifications subject to the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
3.  Section Line Improvement – Location of the proposed improvement is east off of 246 street off of Ghost Canyon road between the SW corner Sections 30 and the NW corner of Section 31 T2, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
Discussion:  The owner would like to improve the section line to his property.  The only other access is using a private drive and the owner of the private drive has requested that the applicant improve the section line rather than use his access.
S. Green moved to approve the improvement of the section line as proposed by the applicant as a private drive with the minimum requirement for a private drive and to require whatever bond is required by the County.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
C.  Other Items
1.  Ordinance 2 – land use discussion
It was decided that the Planning Commissioners would propose a 2 to 4 hour window of time separate from the Planning Commission meeting to work on Ordinance 2.  The Planning Department will set up a time and let the Planning Commissioners know when that will be.

S. Green moved to adjourn the meeting.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The meeting was declared adjourned by Lampert at 6:45 pm.
