Call to Order:  Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse.  He welcomed the newest Planning Commission member Stuart Kronemeyer.
Approval of Agenda:  
Green moved to approve the agenda.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Wood made a correction to the minutes.  Moulton moved to approve the minutes of January 8, 2013.  Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.  Rushmore View Subdivision – Preliminary Plat of Lots 1-13 and dedicated Public R/W, Rushmore View Subdivision, located in E2NW4 and NE4SW4 of Section 28, T2S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Discussion:  The approval of West Fourty III Subdivision last month triggered the submitting of this plat for preliminary approval again.  The preliminary was approved in 2003 and expired in 2006.  The title needs to change reflecting what lots are left for preliminary approval as many of them have subsequently been platted and approved.  An approval by the Planning Commission will make this preliminary plat valid for another three years.
S. Green moved to approve the preliminary plat of this residential subdivision subject to the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Variance – Tr A of NE4SE4 (less Lot H1=0.17 ac) Section 12 T4 R4, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
Discussion:  This is a 1½ acre lot.  The east side is Sidney Park Road.  This lot is somewhat narrow and is encumbered by the road setbacks because of the H lots.  The setback to the west is adjacent to the forest service.  The applicants are asking for a forgiveness of approximately 25’, 15’ on the front and 10’ from the forest service.  This will not encroach on the neighbors to the north or the south.  The neighbors on the southern end have submitted a letter that they support the variance.
S. Green moved to approve variance subject to the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

C.  Other Items
1.  Ordinance 2 – land use discussion
There was discussion between the Planning Commission members and the Planning Director about the proposed definitions for the revision of Ordinance 2.  There was a brief discussion about the re-formating and context of the draft document.  It was agreed that the Planning Commission members needed an opportunity to read the latest draft.   A map of the County was handed out to each Planning Commission member.  The members are to work on graphical representations of proposed delineations of land use areas and bring them to the next meeting.
2.  The Planning Commission members introduced themselves to Stuart Kronemeyer.
D.  Adjourn
S. Green moved to adjourn the meeting.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The meeting was declared adjourned by Lampert at 6:55 pm.
