Call to Order:  Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 4:47 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse
Approval of Agenda:  
Holland moved to approve the agenda.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Moulton moved to approve the minutes of February 15, 2013.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.  Stovall Subdivision – Plat of Lot 1 Stovall Subdivision located in the SW ¼ SE ¼ Section 8, T3S, R9E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
Discussion:  The owner wants to deed the proposed parcel to her son.  The owner approached the Planning Department several months ago about splitting the lot by aliquot description.  The Planning Department requested that she plat the land.  It is on Highway 40 east of Hermosa.  There were a few small issues that the surveyor addressed.  DOT said they would not issue an access other than the one that is there.  Discussion ensued about the territorial jurisdiction.  
Johnson moved to approve the preliminary and final plat of this residential subdivision subject to the Planning Director’s recommendations.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Variance – Pt Ed Cook Placer Section 26 T3S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
Discussion:  The Planning Department became aware of this situation when the adjoining land owner came in to say the neighbor’s garage was too close to his property line.  He had just bought the land and had it resurveyed.  The Planning Department contacted the adjacent property owner and the property owner filed this variance.  He has stated that the topography prevented him from placing the garage elsewhere. 
Dennis moved to approve the variance subject to the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all ayes and one planning commission member abstaining.
C.  Other Items
1.  Ordinance 2 – land use discussion
There was discussion about where commercial, residential and industrial land should be located in the county.  D. Green suggested that commercial corridors are near towns.  This will help with the whole billboard issue for the state and county to work together.  If an owner wants to deviate from this they could ask for a variance or a conditional use permit.  There was discussion about different land uses.  D. Green explained that designating areas is for permitting and platting purposes.
It was decided that the Planning Commissioners would have their maps colored by the next meeting.

D.  Adjourn
D. Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The meeting was declared adjourned by Lampert at 6:30 pm.
