Call to Order:  Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse
Approval of Agenda:  
Fleming moved to approve the agenda.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Fleming moved to approve the minutes of March 5, 2013.  S. Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.  Wittrock Subdivision No. 2 – Plat of Tracts 1 and 2 of Lot 16R of Lot 16 located in the NW4SE4 of Section 32, T3S, R4E, and Lots 23R and 26R of Lots 23 and 26 of H.E.S. 146 of Wittrock Subdivision No. 2 located in the S2 of the SE4 of Section 32, T3S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota
Discussion:  The applicant is requesting to move one lot line to make a better septic and buildable site.  They are also dividing an eighteen plus acre parcel into two parcels. 
Moulton moved to approve the plat with the Planning Director’s recommendations.  S. Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Variance - Harris Subdivision – Lot 1 of Tract B of HES #195 in SW4 Section 6 T4S, R5E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota
Discussion:  This is a 5.6 acre parcel.  The owner started construction on a pole barn in the 30 foot setback from the edge of the section line.  They are asking to encroach 10 feet into the 30 foot setback.  The adjacent neighbors to the north and west contacted the Planning Department about the possibility of them subdividing later and using the section line as access.
Wood moved to approve the variance.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  Variance - All of Section 8 (less Tr 4-10 of Hartshorn Ranch Estates and NE4NE4), T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota
Discussion:  This variance is for a plat that is also in front of the Planning Commission this month.  The Planning Commission had approved this plat for recommendation to the Board of County Commissioner’s in April contingent on the road issue being resolved.  This variance is regarding the curve in the proposed road. The variance is asking for a curve in a public right of way road to have a radii of 68’ instead of the 100’ required by Ordinance 2.  This variance is about how the road is represented on the plat.  It does not have to be built until the land is developed beyond the curve.  Gary Woodford looked at the road and was okay with the 68’.  S. Green asked if Woodford took into consideration further development farther up the road.  Moulton inquired why the developer couldn’t go up the hill further to make a better curve.  He stated this would entail moving the west side of the curve out further and further stated he had been out to see this and this would be a fix that is possible.  Moulton asked the land owner how many lots he is proposing in the next phase of this subdivision.  Hartshorn stated that it would be 10 lots and not more than 12 lots, and they would be between 5 and 10 acres each.  Moulton again stated that he felt 68’ would not be sufficient in the winter.  Hartshorn agreed.  The Planning Commission stated that the road and this curve determines how many lots can be developed in the next phase beyond the curve.  Moulton and Holland asked why it could not be platted at 100’ instead of the 68’.
S. Green moved to accept the variance as requested.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
The order of the agenda was changed by Chairman Lampert to hear the Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision next.  

4.  Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision – Plat of Tract Lazy B and Dedicated Public Right-Of-Way, Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision, located in the SE4 Section 8, T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
S. Green moved to approve the plat providing the developer agrees to sign the road/signage agreement with the County and will provide the County the cost for the signs.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

5.  Variance – Hartman Subdivision – Lot 2 of Tr F in E2NW4 Section 35 T3, R4, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota
Discussion:   Because of the topography this is the best buildable spot on the property.  The building will encroach on the northern 15’ setback.  The Planning Department did not see any problems with this variance.  They are waiting for written word from the neighbor that they have no problem with the encroachment.  Hartman agreed to get approval from them in writing.
Moulton moved to approve the variance.  Wood seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
C.  Additional Items
1.  Policy Statement – Policy statements are good for one year.  This policy statement is stating that the extra 30’ setback from a section line ROW does not have to be adhered to.  This will be an agenda item for the Board of County Commissioners on May 8, 2013.
2.  Ordinance 2, Land Use Ordinance Discussion
It was determined that the Planning Commission members will meet with David Green the second Tuesday of every month to revised Ordinance 2.  Mike Fleming was asked to be the chairman of these meetings.  Fleming requested that the Planning Commission members familiarize themselves with Article 1 of Ordinance 2 for the first meeting.  He indicated that at least one Article will be covered and per meeting.
D.  Adjourn
S. Green moved to adjourn the meeting.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The meeting was declared adjourned by Lampert at 6:55 pm.
