Call to Order: Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse
Approval of Agenda:  
Holland moved to approve the agenda. Moulton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Moulton moved to approve the minutes of October 1, 2013.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:

1.  HES 89 Subdivision – A plat of Waite Tract, Containing all of Lots A and B2 of Lot 2 of Lot 1 of HES 89, Located in the SE4NE4 of Section 33, T3S, R5E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Applicants:  Blair Waite
Owner: Blair Waite
Parcels:  5423 & 5424
Discussion:  One of the lots in this plat was created over a year ago.  The owner wishes to consolidate the lots into one lot.  It was suggested by the Planning Director that the secondary title is changed.
Johnson moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.    Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

2.  Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision – Plat of Tract Warne and Lots H1, H2, & H3 of Pleasant Valley Ranch Subdivision containing all of Tract 3 of Woods Subdivision in Gov’t Lots 8 & 11 of Section 5, and all of Tract Munsell No. 2 of Brinda Subdivision in the N2NW4 of Section 8, all in T4S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  01597 & 01605

Discussion:  this is two lots being combined to make one lot.  It was suggested by the Planning Director that the secondary title is changed.  Keith Anderson stated that H lots are not consistent in the plats of Custer County.  He stated that there must be a legal way for the County to claim 66’ right of ways and asked the Commission to check this with the State’s Attorney.  Green stated that Custer County needs to have a uniform policy.  The Planning Director replied that this is why the Planning Commission is redoing Ordinance 2.
Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  McDill Subdivision-Phase II – Plat of Lot B Revised, Containing all of Lot B, C, D, E, and F1 of McDill Subdivision-Phase II, of a Portion of Gov’t Lot 9 (Homestead of James Henderson) and a Portion of Tract 1 of McDill Subdivision of Gov’t Lot 17, and a Portion of Lord Roberts, and a Portion of Tract A of Reservation Lode of MS 1553, Located in the W2 of Section 1, E2, NW4 of Section 2, all in T3S R3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Owner:  Thomas P McDill, Sr and Ilona McDill

Parcels:  14394, 14395, 14396, 14397, & 14398
Discussion:  This consolidation is for legal purposes.  The surveyor will correct the mistakes that were found.  The owner does not want the word subdivision in the title.
Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

4.  Pass Creek Cottages Subdivision – A Plat of Lot 2R & 3R of Pass Creek Cottages Subdivision of Tract J.W. of HES 430, (containing all of Lots 2 and 3), Located in the SE4 of Section 17 and the NE4 of Section 20, T4S R3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  5656 & 5657
Discussion:  This is a lot line adjustment.  The owner requested from the surveyor that the lot line is adjusted to make lot 2R a three acre lot.

Moulton moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

5. Big Medicine Subdivision – A Plat of Lot 5R & 6R of big Medicine Subdivision of HES 510, Containing all of Lots 5, 6 and 7, Located in the SE4 of Section 22, SW4 of Section 23, NW4 of Section 26 and the NE4 of Section 27, T3S R3E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  11414, 11415, & 11416
Discussion:  The lot lines are being reconfigured for agricultural use of their land.  No lots have been added so no road improvements are needed.  The neighbor called the Planning Department worried about loss of road district revenue.
Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

6. Variance – Diamond E Subdivision-Tr1 of HES #264 in SW4 Section 20, T3, R4, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Applicant:  Roger and Jill Strain
Owner:  Roger Strain and Jill Strain

Parcel:  4423

Discussion:  The original plat showed the road easement as the north boundary of this parcel.  The road was actually constructed to the north on the neighboring parcel.  When the applicant constructed their barn they measured more than 66’ from the center of the road to meet County setbacks.  The neighbors recently brought to their attention where the actual road was originally platted.  The applicants are requesting a variance to the road setback of the originally platted road easement.  It was suggested by the Planning Commission that perhaps road placement should be checked after built by a surveyor.

Johnson moved to approve the variance.  Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

7. Section Line Improvement – Section line running east and west, located between 3 and 2 on the north and 10 and 11 to the south T6 R3, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Applicant:  Rodney Anderson

Discussion:  The property owner has an access issue getting to the northeast corner of his lot.  Because of the topography he cannot access this part of his lot by vehicle from his access on Boyle Road.  Therefore, he would like to develop the section line as a driveway to his parcel.  He does not want to develop it to County standards.  The section line is a 66’ public right of way.  Jim Farmer and Karl Von Rump were in the audience as guests opposing the improvement of this section line.
Mike Fleming moved to approve the improvement of this section line contingent upon a professional surveyor surveying where the section line is located for the length of the proposed improvement bordering the neighbors land, that the road is built to the Highway Superintendant’s standards, that culverts are installed where the Highway Superintendant requires them, that the road is graveled, that any trees taken down are removed and a bond is posted.  Moulton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Other Items
There was discussion about when the next meeting to revise Ordinance 2 will be.
D. Green reported that the items from last month’s meeting went to the board and were approved.
