CUSTER COUNTY PROCEDURES FOR SECTION LINE HIGHWAY CLOSURE
1. Obtain a "Petition to Vacate Section Line Highway" and "Application for Planning Review" form at the Custer County Planning Department.  The petition circulator must fill in the description of the section line highway to be vacated and the names of the owners of the land through which the section line highway runs.  The circulator also must complete page 5 and the Township and Range page of the Petition form.
2. The petition circulator must gather signatures of at least forty (40) registered Custer County voters.  Forty six signatures are recommended on the petition because disqualification of several petition signers is common.

3. The petition circulator must complete and sign the oath at the bottom of page 5 of the Petition in front of a notary public and have the oath notarized.
4. Return the completed Petition to the Planning Department with a check for $300.00 made payable to Custer County.  Planning Department staff will place the vacation request on the next County Planning Commission and County Board of Commissioners agendas.  The County Planning commission meets on the first Tuesday of each month and the vacation request must be received at the Planning Department more than three weeks before this meeting.  The County Planning Commission will make a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners concerning the vacation request.
5. The County Auditor will arrange for the required publication of notice of the public hearing by the Board of Commissioners.  The petition circulator may wish to attend this hearing.
6. If the Board of Commissioners approves the vacation request, the County Auditor will arrange for the required publication of the resolution of approval.  The Board of Commissioners' order to approve the vacation takes effect thirty days after the resolution of approval has been published for two consecutive weeks in the proper legal newspaper.
7. The petition circulator should bear in mind that vacated section line highways may be reopened without payment of damages to landowners caused by the reopening.
