Call to Order: Chairman Phil Lampert called the meeting to order at 5:00 in the Commissioners’ Room of the Custer County Courthouse
Approval of Agenda:  
Holland moved to approve the agenda. Moulton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes

Johnson moved to approve the minutes of November 5, and November 12, 2013.  Moulton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B.  Discussion of Right of Way Dedications
Discussion:  There was discussion between D. Green, Claycomb and Anderson about easements and rights of ways and how they are drawn.  There was also discussion about dedicated right of ways but no dedicating the land that goes with it.  Anderson stated that generally he plats ownership to the middle of the road.  Claycomb said that there are many definitions for right of ways but that easement means the owner has ownership of the land.  There was discussion about the checklist for plats being part of Ordinance 2.  It was asked whether it should say access and utility easement for utilities.

C.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:

1.  Stuenville Subdivision – Plat of Lot 1 Stuenville Subdivision, Located in Gov Lot 4 Section 5 and Gov Lot 1 Section 6, T4S, R5E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Discussion:  D. Green showed and explained how the Planning Department redlines a plat.  This is a lot consolidation so there are not road issues being addressed.  S. Green asked how many residences are on each parcels.  It was stated that two were removed so now there will be a total of two residences on one parcel.
S. Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.    Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Discussion on Mike Carter’s note:  The Planning Commission discussed Mike Carter’s recommendation.  Both the Planning Commission and the Planning Department did not agree with what was stated.
2.  Swedlund Subdivision – A Plat of Tract Hazlett Revised, Tract Campbell III Revised, Lot H-1 and Lot H-2 (Formerly Tract Campbell III of Swedlund Subdivision, and Tract Hazlett), Located in the NE4 Section 18, T4S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Discussion:  This plat is platted differently than the previous plat.  D. Green suggested platting this one to the center of the road.  S. Green asked about the overlay and whether the road was platted correctly.  Anderson stated that it was.
Johnson moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Holland seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  Beecher Rock Subdivision – Plat of Tract Klein (Formerly Lots 2 and 3 of Tract 2 of Gvt. Lot 3 a Portion of HES 92 and SE4SE4SE4 of Beecher Rock Subdivision and Lots 1 and 2 of HES 92 of Beecher of Beecher Rock Subdivision Phase II) all Located in the NE4 and SE4 of Section 19, T4S, R5E, BHM, and Gvt. Lot 3, HES 92, SE4SE4SE4 of Section 24, T4S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Parcels:  13681, 13682, 14284, 14285

Discussion:  This is a consolidation of 4 lots.  There was a question about the road and platting to the edge of it since it is a County maintained road.  S. Green wants a policy on platting the roads stated in Ordinance 2.  D. Green stated that if the County has maintained a road for twenty five years the statue says they have a 66’ wide right of way and utility easement.
S. Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

4.  HES 89 Subdivision – A Plat of Kouns Tract, Containing Lot C2 of HES 89 Subdivision and all of Lots 1 and 2 of Lot A of Lot 1 of Lot K of HES 89, all in SE4NE4 of Section 33, T3S, R5E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  5422, 5426, 5427
Discussion:  This is the consolidation of 3 lots into one for purposes of replacing the wastewater system and meeting the setbacks.  There was an issue with the original right of way along the road varying from 50 to 42 feet.  Discussion ensued about whether to put in a dotted line showing that the right of way is now 66”.  
Moulton moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendation and showing the 66” right of way with a dotted line.  S. Green seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
5. Nelson Subdivision – A Plat of Shobe Tract, (Formerly Tracts 4, 5, 6, 7 and 9 of Nelson Subdivision, and SE4NE4,) all in NE4, Section 29, T2S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Discussion:  The lot lines are being reconfigured for agricultural use of their land.  Six lots are being combined to equal 72 acres.  This acreage includes the easements and right of way.  
S. Green moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

6. Woodward Subdivision – Plat of Tract Jessie of Woodward Subdivision (Formerly Tracts 2 and 3 of Tract A, Tract B, Lot 1 of Tract C and Lot A of Lot 1 of Tract C, all in HES 370) Located in NE4 and NW4 of Section 2, T4S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  1647, 1648, 1649, 6041, 6043

Discussion:  This combing of parcels has some unique circumstances because there are two witches lanes on this parcel.  Knust recommended to the owner that she buys these from the USFS.  D.  Green stated that before a building permit could be issued on the parcels that have to pass through a witches lane will have to prove easement rights.  
Johnson moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

7. Cell Tower Modification – SW4 (except highway) (Less Lot H2) Section 16, T5, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Owner:  Marjery Fish

Parcel:  2094

Discussion:  D. Green has noted the items that are missing to complete this application.  He stated that we need this additional information before this goes to the Board of County Commissioners.
S. Green moved to approve this application providing the Planning Department receives the rest of the information to complete the application before it goes to the Board of County Commissioners.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2.  Other Items
D. Green reported that the Rodney Anderson section line improvement had been tabled by the Board of County Commissioners and was being heard again this month.  He also reviewed what had been covered in the Ordinance 2 meeting that Johnson had missed.  Johnson asked that the wording of Federal, State and County was changed to the order of County, State and Federal.  Knust expressed concern that the Planning Commission is asking for too many items to be on a plat which would create a hardship for the surveyors.
