B.  Permit, Petition and Plat Review:
1.  Magnuson Subdivision – Plat of Lots 7A and 7B Magnuson Subdivision, (Formerly Lot 7 Magnuson Subdivision) Located in W2NE4NW4 Section 36, T2S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Applicants:  Kristi and David McGill
Owner: Kristi and David McGill

Parcels:  4012
Discussion:  The variance for this subdivision was reviewed and recommended for approval to the Board of County Commissioners at the last Planning Commission meeting because the applicants wants the variance and plat to go to the Board at the same time.  The surveyor acknowledged the corrections and is making them for the final mylar
Johnson moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.    Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

2.  Haywood Estates – Plat of Tract Willow Run of Haywood Estates (Formerly Tracts 3 and 4 of Haywood Estates), Located in SE4SW4 Section 21, T2S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.
Applicant:  Matthew Roder
Parcel:  3834, 3835
Discussion:  The applicant would like to combine two tracts into one.  There was a discrepancy in the road drawn by the surveyor and a previous plat the Planning Department found.  The surveyor is correcting the road on this plat before it is submitted to the Board of County Commissioners.  By making this one parcel it will eliminate the problem with the building in the middle being within the setback.

Wood moved to approve the plat per the Planning Department’s recommendations.  Kronemeyer seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  AT&T Cell Tower – NW4SW4 Section 34 T2 R4, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota

Applicants:  Emily Adelman for SMJ International

Owner: Herman Rausch

Parcels:  5512

Discussion:  This is a modification of the tower to put a microwave on because they cannot get an easement to put the fiber optics underground.  The Planning Department has not verified 100% that all of the necessary information has been submitted.
Wood moved to approve the modification of this cell tower providing the Planning Department verifies that all the information required has been submitted.  Johnson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

4.  Section Line Improvement – Section line between 30 and 31 T2S R8E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.

Parcel:  11417
Discussion:  This is a section line that runs from east to west.  The Quinn’s neighbors have stated that they can no longer use the easement that currently goes to the house.  The Highway superintendant has looked at it and approved a 14’ wide road.  Because the County has the responsibility to maintain a secondary road this will be classified as a driveway.  Gary Woodford will oversee the construction of this section line driveway.

Moulton moved to approve the section line improvement.  Wood seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

D. Green reported that the items from last month’s meeting went to the board and were approved.
3.  Revision of Ordinance 2
Discussion:  There was clarification of some of the definitions.  The application procedures were reviewed and revised.  The GIS department will work on CAD drawings of the roads.  There was discussion of the second residence on a property being able to be hooked up to one septic system.  Ordinance 2 was reviewed through Section 4, Article IV.
