
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: January 18th, 2012 

-Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, and the Auditor were present.
- The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Highway Bids at 8:00, 4/H/ Youth Advisor, Artwork and East County Shop under Work Session.   Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the January 4th, 2012 Commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared
 Highway 
-At the last meeting the board moved to approve Badlands Sand and Gravel’s bid for base course, chips and fines.  The bid was faxed which made the bid invalid. The Board moved to rescind their motion to approve Badlands Sand and Gravel, Inc. as the low bidder from the January 4th meeting. Motion carried.  Only one other bid was received for base course, chips and fines so the Board agreed that it should be re-advertized.  

Doris Ann Mertz, Librarian
Personnel –Doris Ann advised that she was going to pay Hermosa employees time and mileage for their trips to and from Custer out of her budget for 2012. 
Library Funds-Doris Ann explained how library funds were spent during 2011.  Library funds are revenues received from fines, book sales, donations and money from the foundation.   
-Custer County Library Board did Library Director, Doris Ann Mertz’s 6 month’s evaluation. Doris Ann met and exceeded each of the goals that were developed by the board. Her excellent organizational and leadership skills and her continuous positive attitude has the transition of director nearly seamless.   
-The Custer County Library invited a member of the Board to be part of a workgroup to revamp the Library’s Mission Statement. Cheryl Schreier, Superintendent of Mt. Rushmore National Memorial will facilitate the workgroup.  David Hazeltine has agreed to attend that meeting on February 8th.  
Marvin and Stanley Neugebauer, Waste Water Permit  for Drive In
-Marvin and Stanley are developing commercial property northwest of Hermosa and they would like to get a building permit to allow them to start construction before getting a waste water permit.  Several options may be available for waste water once the construction is completed and until they know the option they are going to take they would like to wait until then to hire an engineer to draw up waste water plans.   The Board agreed to allow Green to issue a building permit to Neugebauers without a waste water permit.  
Road Districts
NE Box Canyon Road District
ORDER DECLARING ADDITIONAL AREA TO BE ANNEXED SUBJECT TO VOTE AND NOTICE OF ELECTION
We, the board of Custer County Commissioners of Custer County, South Dakota, declare that a verified Petition has been laid before us to declare additional area to be annexed and incorporated with the road district known as North East Box Canyon Road District and such Petition has complied with SDCL 31-12A-3 and 31-12A-4.  Therefore, it is hereby ordered that such territory, as described in the Petition, shall with the assent of the landowners as provided in SDCL 31-12A-10, be an incorporated road district by the name specified in the application.  Further, we declare that a Notice of Election be placed in the Custer County Chronicle each week for two (2) consecutive weeks.  A vote shall take place on the proposed annexation on Tuesday the 28th Day of February, 2012, at 10:00 am Mountain Time at 24632 Bridle Rein Dr. Hermosa, South Dakota located in Custer County, South Dakota.

-The Board moved to approve the Order Declaring Additional Area to be Annexed Subject to Vote and Notice of Election. Motion carried. 

Bowman Ranch Road District
ORDER DECLARING AREA TO BE INCORPORATED SUBJECT TO VOTE AND NOTICE OF ELECTION
We, the board of Custer County Commissioners of Custer County, South Dakota, declare that a verified Petition has been laid before us to declare a road district to be known as Bowman Ranch Road District and such Petition has complied with SDCL 31-12A-3 and 31-12A-4.  Therefore, it is hereby ordered that such territory, as described in the Petition, shall with the assent of the landowners as provided in SDCL 31-12A-10, be an incorporated paving district by the name specified in the application.  Further, we declare that a Notice of Election be placed in the Custer County Chronicle each week for two (2) consecutive weeks.  A vote shall take place on the proposed district on the 28th Day of February, 2012, at 1:00pm Mountain Time at 26046 Bowman Rd Custer, South Dakota located in Custer County, South Dakota.

-The Board moved to approve the Order Declaring Additional Area to be Incorporated Subject to Vote and Notice of Election. Motion carried. 

Mail Call/General Business
-The Board acknowledged the following: A position paper  from Shannon Ritteberger, Pennington County Director Of Equalization, regarding the topic of removing the phrase “or timber” from the agricultural criteria statue SDCL 10-6-31.3; a letter, plus a compact disc, was received from the Bureau of Land Management updating the status of the SD Draft Resource Management Plan and Environmental Impact Statement and notice of a Cooperating Agency Meeting in Belle Fourche on January 25th;notice of SDPA Pipeline Safety Training Programs scheduled in Hot Springs at the Mueller Civic Center on January 30th; in Spearfish on January 31st at the Holiday Inn and in Rapid City on January 31st at the Ramkota Inn; a thank you letter from Bob Baird for assistance with chemical costs for spraying noxious weeds from weed grant funds; letter from FEMA addressing Letters of Map Change (LOMAs) for Sharkey Subdivision, Lot 1, 25423 Harry Mills Road and for Tract 2, Morkens Bear Springs Subdivision for dissemination to property owners, local insurance agents and mortgage lenders of which the planning office will do.  
-The Board agreed to start refusing all FDSL mailings. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman, the Vice Chairman and one Commissioner to sign the Mutual Aid Agreement between Weston County Fire Protection District, Wyoming and Custer County SD. Motion carried. 
 Human Resources/Personnel
-Terri Oberle has been hired as the permanent part-time Administrative Assistant to the health nurse effective 1-10-12 at a wage of $10.25 per hour. The Board moved to approve the hire. Motion carried. 

-Jim Lyndoe changed Robert Skinner’s part-time maintenance position to full- time effective 1-9-12. The Board moved to approve the status change. Motion carried.

-At budget time a $25.00 per month raise for Ken Irwin’s position as the human resources officer  was approved but was not listed in the annual wages approved at the January 4th meeting. Wage for Ken Irwin should have been listed as $14.25 per hour as Veterans Service Officer and $6,300.00 per year as human resources officer.     

Transfer Budget Balances
The Board moved and seconded a motion to authorize the Auditor to transfer budget balances from 2011 as follows: 216-221-429 Title III-Fire Response Time $5,652.49; 216-221-429.98 Title III Firewise Program $4,486.67; 216-225-429 Title III; Communications $17,005.97; 216-227-429 Title III Search & Rescue $13.121.00; 216-227-429.97 New Title III 09/ pay 10 $36,479.73; 216-227-429.98 New Title III 10/pay 11 $58,197.75; 216-711-429 Title III Planning $23,264.71; 234-226-429 Pandemic Grant $21,143.59; 234-500-429 Weed Grant $1.922.13 and 234-100-432 Airport Grant $20,021.70.
-Transfer the unused budget portion for the Highway Safety Grant that runs from 10/1/11 to 9/30/12 for $7,400.00 to 101-211-435.30 for radar units and $ 8,826.90 to payroll 101-211-411 for overtime.
Union Negotiation
The International Union of Operating Engineers union contract for the Highway department asked for a raise for boot allowances from $100.00 to $150.00 per year. The Board moved to approve the raise. Motion carried. 
Election Agreement
The City of Custer asked to combine their 2012 City election, in the event that they have an election, with the County of Custer in the Primary Election.  The Board moved to approve the agreement and to authorize the Chairman to sign the agreement. Motion carried  
Transfer Interest Policy
-Custer County’s policy for several years has been to transfer earned interest from the Highway Fund and the Fire Fund to the General Fund.  Since the highway is not receiving as much in Secure Rural School money as they once were the Board elected to change the policy.   Custer County’s interest transfer policy for the future, effective year 2011 will be to leave earned interest in the Highway Fund and transfer earned interest from the Fire Fund to the General Fund.  
4-H /Youth Advisor

-The Board received a Memorandum of Understanding from SDSU Extension concerning the 4-H/Youth Advisor that has been hired to be shared between Custer and Fall River County.  The Board will review the MOU and discuss at the next meeting.  

Artwork
-Five pieces of the Sylvan Lake mural are salvageable enough for mounting and hanging in the Custer County Courthouse. The cost to have them ready to hang will run between $4,000 and $4,400 dollars. Lampert will forward the information to the Board for discussion at the next meeting. 
-An art committee will be formed with representatives from the Custer County, Custer Area Arts Council and the 1881 Museum to come up with a plan for displaying art in the courthouse.
