Declaration of Conflict of Interest - None declared.
Rex Harris, Planning Director

Rex Harris informed the Board that three letters of interest were received for the Planning Board position(s).  He further presented the Commission with statistics from the planning department for the years 2014-2016.  In 2016, 266 permits were issued from the department resulting in $69,550.52 in fees.

Bid Opening 
At 8:15 Gary Woodford opened gravel supply bids.  Commissioner Lintz moved and Commissioner Sorenson seconded the motion to table action on the bids until the next meeting to allow them time to review each bid.  Motion carried. 

Bid(s) were opened for supply of magnesium chloride.  Z&S Dust Control submitted the only bid for $0.87/gallon.  Commissioner Lampert moved and Commissioner Hartman seconded the motion to accept the bid of Z&S Dust Control.      
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent

Woodford presented a 404 permit for Beaver Creek to widen the road.  Commissioner Lampert moved, seconded by Commissioner Lintz, to approve the permit/application.   Motion carried.

Steve Grable from KLJ Engineering spoke about the county transportation plan.  A needs assessment document will be provided to the team for review. Fire Advisory Board Appointment
