
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 

Date:  January 4th, 2012

-Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Phil Lampert, Travis Bies, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, States Attorney and the Auditor were present. Jim Lintz joined the meeting at 9:50 a.m. 
-The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.
Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the December 28th, 2011 Commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-Mark Hartman declared a conflict of interest on Abatement 1021A and Abatement 1022A.
Gary Woodford, Highway Supervisor 
East County Highway Shop
A discussion was held about the type of building that would be needed if a FEMA shelter and sheriff office space was incorporated in a new county highway shop.  Funding for the shelter portion could involve FEMA grant funds.  
Justin Burke, Abatement
Abatement 1020A-Justin and Veselina Burke made a request for an abatement of $448.18 for tax year payable 2012 on parcel 8797 for owner occupied status. The Burkes brought in a copy of a form that they had filled out with the City of Custer where they declared that they were occupying the house. No one mentioned that they needed to file a different form with the county. They have filed an owner occupied application that will affect the 2012 taxes due in 2013. The Board moved to approve the abatement. Motion carried.
Highway Bid Letting

-Harold Snow Contract The Board moved to renew the contract with Harold Snow from 1-1-12 to 12-31-12 for mental health services for the county in the sum of $6,250.00 per year. 

County Road Axle Road Limit Resolution 2012-1
The Board moved to adopt Resolution 2012-1 and to send a copy to the Highway Patrol. 

County Roads Per Axle Road Limit   WHEREAS, the County Roads deteriorate when the frost goes out. All of the Custer County Roads will have 6-Ton per Axle Load Limit in the spring of 2012.  These Roads are marked with a blue County Shield OR a green rectangular sign marked with the county road # and the words Custer County.  AND WHEREAS, The County Road design does not permit safe travel at the 65 MPH as adopted by the State, and the Custer County Roads will remain at 55 MPH unless otherwise designated by the posting of a lower speed limit. SDCL 32-25-9.1. THEREFORE, The Board of Custer County Commissioners does hereby resolve that Custer County roads will have a 6-ton Per Axle Load Limit in the spring and a 55 MPH speed limit or lower as posted.

Public Hearing-Flood Damage Ordinance #6
-As advertised a public hearing was held on the revision of the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance #6, at which time no interested persons appeared. The Board moved to adopt the Revised Custer County Ordinance #6. Motion carried.

-The vehicle replacement plan for sheriff vehicles was discussed.  The board agreed to authorize $180,000.00 for the sheriff to add 5 new vehicles to his fleet with allowances for equipment and installation of equipment. 4 Chevy Tahoes and 1 Dodge pickup will be ordered. 

-The Board moved to propose a supplemental budget for 2012 and to authorize the auditor to publish the Notice of Budget Hearing for supplements in the amount of $180,000.00 to General Fund for the purchase of 5 new vehicles for the sheriff’s fleet. Means of finance will come from the General Fund Balance Unassigned Reserve. 
-A supplemental budget hearing will be held February 1, 2012 at 9:00 a.m. in the Custer County Courthouse Commissioner’s Room, 420 Mt. Rushmore Road, Custer, SD at which time and place any person interested may appear to give public testimony on the consideration and adoption of a supplemental budget to the General Fund Budget for 2012.
 Mark and Shannon Stites, Custer County Airport
Update-Mark and Shannon gave a monthly update on activity at the Custer County Airport. December fuel sales for 100 low lead fuel were 123 gallons and no Jet A fuel was sold. The $.20 per gallon fuel discount for local pilots was well received.

Arlene Ham’s lot was re-platted several years back and she did not realize that in the re-platting process a portion of her lot, that was previously a road, had been platted as dedicated right-of-way. The size and valuation of her lot should have been reduced by the portion of her land that was dedicated to the right-of-way. The Board moved to approve the abatement. Motion carried.
