
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  January 9th, 2013
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.

Minutes The Board moved to approve the minutes of the December 27, 2012 meeting as presented. Motion carried.

Election of Officers

-Auditor Nelson called for nominations for Chairman. Dave Hazeltine nominated Travis Bies for Chairman. Moved by Mark Hartman, and seconded by Dave Hazeltine that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Travis Bies as Chairman. Motion carried.

-Auditor Nelson called for nominations for Vice Chairman. Travis Bies nominated Phil Lampert for Vice-Chairman. Moved by Mark Hartman and seconded by Jim Lintz, that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Phil Lampert as Vice Chairman. Motion carried. 

Adopt Agenda

Chairman Bies approved the agenda with the addition of Executive Session for Personnel under Gary Woodford, Highway Supervisor. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Roxanne introduced herself to the Board. Roxanne was awarded the mental health contract for the county to replace Harold Snow, who is not renewing his contract.
Annual Designations

The Board moved to approve the following annual designations. Motion carried. 

-Legal Newspaper -The Board moved to name the Custer County Chronicle as the Legal Newspaper for county publications.

-Legal Depositories -The Board moved to name First Interstate Bank, Telco Federal Credit Union, Edward D. Jones, Highmark Federal Credit Union, Ameriprise Financial Services, Inc., Dacotah Bank, Black Hills Federal Credit Union and other guaranteed funds as Legal Depositories for county funds. 

-State Rates for Mileage/Per Diem-The Board moved to adopt the state rates as adopted by the Union Contracts for Mileage and Per Diem and to pay $.25 per mile for use of personal vehicles if a county vehicle is available and $.37 per mile if a county vehicle is not available. (In-state rates are: Breakfast $5.00, lunch $9.00, dinner $12.00, motel $46.50 and out-of-state rates are: Breakfast $8.00, lunch $11.00, dinner $17.00, motel maximum $150.00.)

-Election Workers Wages  The Board moved to establish the amount paid to election workers at $8.00 per hour. Motion carried.

-Fees for Outside Board Members-The Board moved to establish amounts paid to outside board members at $15.00 for attendance at meetings and $.37 per mile. 
-Mental Health Contract The Board moved to approve a mental health contract with Roxanne Domek from 1-1-13 to 12-31-13 for mental health services for the county in the sum of $6,250.00 per year. 

-County Road Axle Road Limit Resolution 2013-1

The Board moved to adopt Resolution 2013-1 and to send a copy to the Highway Patrol. Resolution 2013-1 County Roads Weights and Speed Enforcement

WHEREAS, the County Roads deteriorate when the frost goes out, and

WHEREAS, all Custer County Roads will have 6-Ton per axle load limit in the spring of 2013.  These Roads will be designated with a blue county shield OR a green rectangular sign marked with the county road number and the words Custer County and,

WHEREAS, The County Road design does not permit safe travel at the 65 MPH as adopted by the State and Custer County Roads will remain at 55 MPH unless otherwise designated by the posting of a lower speed limit. (SDCL 32-25-9.1)

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: WHEREAS, Custer County roads will have a 6-ton per axle load limit in the spring and a 55 MPH speed limit or lower as posted. That the South Dakota Highway Patrol be and hereby is authorized and requested to enforce weight limitations and speed limits on Custer County roads.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the penalty for the violation of the load restrictions shall be set forth in SDCL 32-22-55.

Black Hills Electric Coop, Hearing

As advertised, a public hearing was held on an Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highways by Black Hills Electric Coop. No interested persons appeared.  Application was made for an underground power line on Highway FAS 152, in Section 3, Township 3S, Range 9E in Custer County. The line will be installed by direct bury with a trench at a depth of 48”. The board moved to approve the application. Motion carried.
US-Europe Energy Group, LLC Hearing

As advertised, a public hearing was held on an Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highways by US-Europe Energy Group, LLC. Several interested persons appeared to discuss their concerns regarding the proposed application. One citizen pointed out a potential discrepancy in a legal description on a document, others speculated on the location of the utility poles and the engineering plans for the project.  Gunther Harz of US-Europe Energy Group, the applicant, agreed to waive the commission’s 10 day period for final action so as to be able to research and supply the information requested. The Board moved to table the application until the public hearing set for February 6th at 10:00 a.m. Motion carried.
