
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  October 10th, 2012
Vice Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Jim Lintz, Dave Hazeltine, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition:  Executive Session-Personnel under Human Resources in Work Session. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the September 26th, 2012 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared.
Department Heads
-Longevity Plan - Allison Jensen and Dawn McLaughlin, representing the department heads, presented a longevity pay plan for county employees. An employee would be eligible after 5 years of continuous employment with the county. The Board asked that a policy be developed outlining the plan and that it be brought to the next commission meeting for the Board’s review.    
- Exercise Equipment – Rick Wheeler and Jim Lyndoe, representing the department heads, addressed the possibility of the Board allowing budget to purchase exercise equipment for an employees work out room in the basement.  Our liability insurance company said they would cover the liability if we used commercial equipment.  The Board asked that they get prices for equipment and bring it back to the next meeting. 
Weed Board Committee
The committee will meet again on October 16th and will report at the next meeting.
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The 711 Road was closed beginning October 9th for installation of new culverts. One was completed on Tuesday; the rest should be finished tonight. Gary advised that new gravel was applied on the lower end of 711 Road and it will also be treated with magnesium chloride.  Croell Redi-Mix, Inc will share the expense of the magnesium chloride because of their use of the road hauling gravel.    
Application for Occupancy on Right of Way Philip Engelbrecht made application for occupancy of right of way to lay underground electricity on Highway 656 in Section 25, Township 6, Range 8 in Custer County. 3” conduit 4’ deep will be installed by trenching.  The Board moved to approve the application.  Motion carried. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Vice Chairman to sign the service contract for snow removal between Custer County Highway Department and the SD Game, Fish and Parks for the area known as South Ditch Creek Parking Lot and access to the South Ditch Creek Parking Lot for the 2012-2013 season. Motion carried. The county rate charged will be is $110.00 per hour.  
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
Title III Funds Allocation – The public comment period for Title III funds received since 2008 in the amount of $102,898.22 expired on October 5th, 2012. No public comment was received. Custer County intends to spend the funds as follows:  $22,871.58 to reimburse participating county for search and rescue and other emergency services paid for by the county and performed on national forest after the date on which the use was approved as required in the act; $62,275.00 for an aerial flyover of Custer County to indentify pine beetle infestation and structure protection data; and $17,751.64 for fuel reduction. In the initial notice $3,000.00 was allocated to reimburse the participating county for search and rescue and other emergency services paid for by the county, but since that time $12,871.58 in expenses were incurred for  reimbursement  to search and rescue and other emergency services paid for by the county due to the Myrtle and Kinney fires and another $10,000.00 was allocated for future reimbursement for search and rescue and other emergency services paid for by the county and performed on national forest.
Title III Reimbursement 
-The Board moved to authorize payment out of Title III funds for search and rescue and other emergency services paid for by the county and performed during the Myrtle and Kinney fires.

Payment was authorized for $7,928.16 to Custer County Search and Rescue for man hours and vehicle rental; $2,850.41 to Custer County Sheriff’s Office for man hours and vehicle rental; $756.78 to Custer County Highway Department for man hours and vehicle rental; and $1,336.23 for Custer County Communications for man hours. Motion carried.    

Dispatch Accreditations
Carter advised the Board that he is going to implement Power Phone procedures for national accreditations for his dispatchers.  The process will audit 10% of the 911 calls with the staff and critique their responses.  The cost to the county will be about $2,000.00 in overtime wages.  
Fire Ban - Effective midnight October 11, 2012 Custer County will lift the current county burn ban. This includes all areas of the county not just those in the Black Hills Fire Protection area .Municipal and state permits within the county still carry restrictions and violations of those conditions set forth in the permit applications will be prosecuted as illegal burning. Agreement-The Board made a motion to authorize the Vice Chairman to sign the SD Emergency Management State and Local agreement for 4th quarter 2012. Motion carried.

2012 Budget Review The Board reviewed the expenditure and revenue budgets for 2012.
Contingency Transfer - Emergency Management budget was at 87.8%. Unexpected expenses due to the movement of equipment from the basement to the upstairs in the amount of $4,500.00, were not budgeted. The Board moved to authorize a contingency transfer of $3,200.00 to 226-226-425 and $1,300.00 to 226-226-426. Motion carried.
