Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mark Hartman, Travis Bies, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.  Jim Lintz joined the meeting at 8:40 am
 Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded to approve the agenda.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded to approve the minutes of the November 5th, 2014 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest – Mark Hartman: Eich variance hearing, Jim Lintz: Liquor License renewals.
Mike Carter – Emergency Management
-Mike wanted to clarify that the purchase of a trailer for the Emergency Management UTV will be purchased with residual monies provided by a grant and was not included in the bids submitted for the UTV.
