November 22nd, 2011  

Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the November 9th, 2011 Commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.

-Bid Letting -The Board moved to award Hills Materials Company of Rapid City, SD as the low bidder of three with a proposal of $204,402.85 for P6419(07), P6641(01), PCN 02SJ, 02SL and 02SM Asphalt Surface Treatment for North Playhouse Road from US 16A north 2.5 miles to the County Line  and South Playhouse Road from US 16A southwest 5 miles to Custer State Park and a portion of Sidney Park Road. Motion carried.

Mountain Pine Beetle Project-The Board moved to extend Custer County’s spending ceiling an additional $42,000.00 to honor landowners who had signed up for the county’s Mountain Pine Beatle project. Motion carried.

-Arlene Ham’s lot was re-platted several years back and she did not realize that in the re-platting process a portion of her lot, that was previously a road, had been platted as dedicated right-of-way.
