Date:  November 5th, 2014
Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mark Hartman, David Hazeltine, Travis Bies, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
 The Board moved to approve the agenda as written.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

Dave Hazeltine moved and Travis Bies seconded to approve the minutes of the October 22nd, 2014 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest - None declared
Mike Carter, Emergency Management
-Bid Letting: The Emergency Management department advertised for bids for a 2015 Can-Am Commander 1000 Max XT 4 seater UTV with tracks.  Dave Hazeltine moved and Travis Bies seconded to accept Rice Honda Suzuki of Rapid City SD as the low bidder with a proposal of $26,210.35.  Motion carried.

The following submitted bids: Rice Suzuki Honda of Rapid City bid $26,210.35; Action Motorsports, Inc of Gillette Wy bid $27,472.99.
-Mike requested the purchase of a trailer for the UTV in the amount of $3,028.49.  Both the UTV and trailer will be paid for with a grant from Homeland Security.  Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded the purchase of the trailer.  Motion carried.
-Mike informed the Board that there needs to be an update to the pre-disaster mitigation plan for FEMA grant eligibility which is a 75%-25% matching grant.  He needs to request bids from 2 contractors in a “cog”.  Mark Hartman moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to authorize Mike Carter to solicit bids.  Motion carried.
-Mike requested that the Board authorize him to utilize approximately $20,000 of existing State grant funds for community wildfire suppression.  Dave Hazeltine moved and Travis Bies seconded to authorize the expense from the grant monies.  Motion carried.  

-On behalf of Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent, Mike Carter informed the Board that a notice to bidders has been published for drilling/pvc casing and grout of 8” well with pump installed that will handle the depth of the well.  
Boots Variance Hearing 

As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. Mark Hartman moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to preside as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 8:30 a.m. to consider a Variance Request for Parcel 7585. Legal description:  Custer Highlands #2 Subdivision Tract 36, Sec 15 T4 R1, BHM Custer County South Dakota. Applicants are Wayne and Mary Boots. The Boots requested a variance to construct an additional 24’ to the west end of their existing garage.  Based upon the current location of the garage relative to the road right of way boundary, the proposed addition to the garage would result in an encroachment of 7 to 10 feet into the 30’ right of way setback requirement. The applicant has indicated that there are topographical issues that limit the location options for the structure.  Some factors that serve to limit the location include sloping topography and drainage ways, as well as existing built structures like the driveway, septic system and cistern.  Mark Hartman moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to approve the variance.  Motion carried.  The Board adjourned as Board of Adjustments and reconvened as the Board of County Commissioners at 8:40 a.m
