
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  November 8th, 2012
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
 The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Executive Session-Contracts under Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the October 24th, 2012 commission meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

DOT SWAP Agreement
The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign Funding Exchange Agreement with the State of SD Department of Transportation as the County’s authorized representative. Motion carried.

The agreement authorizes the state to exchange the County’s STP Funds for state highway funds at a ratio of 1 to 1 as project costs for the Cheyenne River Bridge are incurred, to fund with these exchanged funds 20% of the Project costs up to a maximum amount of $874,223.72.

-The Board moved to approve and authorize the Chairman to sign the following Agreements for Right Of Way Acquisition by Established Payment which the county needs for construction, operation and maintenance for construction of the Cheyenne River Bridge. Motion carried.

-The bid letting for the Cheyenne River Bridge project will be let in January or February and construction will start in May and be completed in November.
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
-Executive Session/Contracts- Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for contract negotiations.  The session began at 8:19 a.m. and adjourned at 8:30 a.m. No action taken.  
-Custer County Weed/USFS Participating Agreement Contracts
The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the De-Obligation and Closeout Request Forms for the following Participating Agreement Supplemental Project Agreements. Motion carried.
-Participating Agreement Supplemental Project Agreement #12-PA-11020303-040 between the Custer County Weed and Pest and the Black Hills National Forest. $39,500.04 was obligated for weed spraying. $32,000.26 will be reimbursed to the Custer County Weed and Pest and $7,499.78 will be left as undelivered.  
-Participating Agreement Supplemental Project Agreement #12-PA-11020303-016 between the Custer County Weed and Pest and the Black Hills National Forest. $69,700.00 was obligated for weed spraying. $40,800.00 will be reimbursed to the Custer County Weed and Pest and $28,700.00 will be left as undelivered. 
Secure Rural School Act Law Interpretation 
-Custer County has been informed that the US Forest Service has revised its guidance regarding the authorized uses of title III funds received from the Secure Rural Schools Act.    Carter suggested that a letter be sent to our Senators and Representatives objecting to some of the guidelines.

Burn Permits  
-The process of applying for burn permits has been changed by the State. The permits are issued on the honor system and the Board advised Carter to work with the States Attorney to review the county’s fire ordinance to make sure we have means to enforce regulations that are abused by those issued a burning permit.  
David Green Planning
Airport Capital Improvement Plan
The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the 2013 Project Validation for Custer County’s revised Airport Capital Improvement Plan and project justification.  Motion carried. 
Bob Baird-Argyle Assistant Fire Chief

-Argyle Volunteer Fire Department made a request for $25,000.00 from the Emergency Fire Fund for help with the purchase of a 2007 Peterbuilt Truck and Chassis to replace their 1987 3400 gallon tender which has a twisted and cracked frame.  They will mount their existing tank and pump on the new chassis.  The total cost of the competed project will be about $74,000.00.  Argyle will apply funds they have available and will finance the balance. 
-Executive Session/Negotiations- Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for negotiations.  The session began at 9:06 a.m. and adjourned at 9:12 a.m.   

 The Board moved to approve the request for $25,000.00 out of the fire fund because the truck will be available to all other fire departments in Custer County for mutual aid. Motion carried.     

Supplemental Budget Hearing

A supplemental budget hearing was held at 9:15 a.m. in the Custer County Courthouse, Custer, SD at which time no interested persons appeared.  The Board moved and seconded a motion to adopt resolution 2012-16. Motion carried.

Whereas, The Board of County Commissioners propose a supplement to the General Fund Budget (101) in the amount of $80,000.00 as follows: $18,000 for the Court Budget; $20,000.00 for Sheriff’s Budget; $22,000.00 for Prisoner Care Budget and $20,000.00 for the Longevity Policy. Means of finance will come from the General Fund Unassigned Reserve.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved by the Board of County Commissioners to adopt the Supplemental Budget for 2012.
