Custer County Commissioner Meeting

November 9, 2011

Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. Chairman Hazeltine approved the agenda as presented. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes
 -The Board moved to approve the minutes of the October 26th, 2011 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.

 Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared

Gary Woodford, Highway Supervisor

-Buffalo Gap Road Change  The Board advised Woodford to reroute the streets in Buffalo Gap so that as you enter Buffalo Gap on 4th Street the road will then turn south on Main Street instead of Walnut Street.  The county will gravel and apply magnesium chloride to that route.

- County Auction   A county auction will be held at the highway shop on November 28th. Bradeen Auction’s proposal was the lowest quote and was hired to do the auction. 

-Surplus The Board moved to surplus the vehicles listed below as well as various renovation items. In the event the items do not sell at auction and are determined to be no longer necessary, useful or suitable for the purpose for which it was acquired they may be disposed of. The vehicles approved for surplus were:  1988 GMC J9C064 Brigadier, Vin# 1GDT9C4C0JV602454; 1993 CHEVY CK209 PU, Vin# 1GBGK29N4PE198988; and a 1981 American Colman Tow Tractor, Vin# 581C00335. A list of the various renovation items will be kept on file at the auditor’s office. Motion carried.   

-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the DOT work order for Brosz Engineering, Inc. to complete the design and plans preparation for the 8th Street Bridge and Amendment #5 to the DOT work order to complete the design and plans preparation for the French Creek Bridge located 4.5 miles southeast of Custer.  Motion carried. 

-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign an agreement with the SDDOT authorizing the SDDOT to acquire right of way to Parcel 1; described as Lot H1 in the Unsubdivided Portion of Government Lot 15 in Section 24, Township 3s, Range 4E of B.H.M., in the city of Custer, Custer County, SD for the Montgomery and Willow Road project.  Said agreement designates its County Highway Superintendent as the County’s authorized representative and empowers him with the authority to negotiate and approve acquisitions of right of way. Motion carried. 

Executive Session-Legal-Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for legal.  The session

began at 8:17 a.m. and adjourned at 8:27 a.m. No action taken.
Mike Carter-Emergency Management

Title III Funds Carter presented a proposal for next year’s Title III funding.  The proposal would involve the cooperation of the City of Custer, the Forest Service, Custer County and the State of SD in picking a physical location where a defensive perimeter could be applied around an area for treatment of Mountain Pine Beetle. The Board moved to authorize Carter to continue exploring and researching the possibility of a formalized plan. Motion carried. 

Greg Johnson-Limestone Road
Greg approached the Board about Custer County plowing snow on the 3 ½ miles of the Forest Service’s portion of the Custer Limestone Road. Greg delivers US mail to the Limestone and the North Pole Road to Ditch Creek is often impassable. The Board advised that removal of snow on that portion of road is the landowner’s responsibility not Custer County’s.   

Rick Wheeler, Sheriff
The sheriff’s office was requested to move the speed monitor from Fairburn to 4th Street or Main Street in Buffalo Gap. 
 Mark & Shannon Stites, Airport
-Mark updated the Board on activity at the airport for October. He advised that the highway department is

bringing out a dump truck for plowing and the big green tug has been declared surplus for the county auction. 

-The Civil Air Patrol asked if they could erect a cover for their van, the Board agreed that they could erect the cover outside of the fence in the parking area. 

-A discussion was held regarding the possibility of giving a gas discount to aircraft owners based for 6 months or more at the Custer County Airport. Mark will compile some figures and bring the information back to the Board. 

-Stites gave an update on the 5 year plan for projects at the airport.  
-The Board moved to designate the Chairman as the Sponsor’s authorized representative to sign the 2011 Pavement Maintenance Agreement with the DOT.  Motion carried 

Airport Leases

-Revised airport hangar leases were sent out to all hangar lessees and comment was encouraged. No lessees attended the meeting and Tracy Kelley heard comment from one lessee.  The Board moved to do two minor changes to the lease. In paragraph 6 “working” was inserted between Tenant’s and aircraft.  In paragraph 7 the word “land” was deleted after hangar space. Motion carried.

-The Board moved to send out the lease to all hangar owners requesting that the leases be signed and returned by the end of November.  Motion carried. 

 Connie Gorsuch, Custer County Housing

-Connie brought copies of the 2009 and 2010 audit reports for the Trail View Estates Limited Partnership I & II.  The audit report for 2009 and 2010 for the other properties is still not completed. Connie has reduced her staff by 2.5 people due to no immediate plans for expansion.

-The Board reviewed budgets above the 83% expense ratio for October.

-The Board moved to authorize a contingency transfer in the amount of $1,000.00 to the Coroner’s budget 101-213-422 Coroner Professional Fees. Motion carried.  
Hermosa Property

-The Board received an email from the Town of Hermosa and they are choosing not to exercise the purchase option for the county shop building in Hermosa at this time; however, the Town of Hermosa would like to reserve the right to exercise the option prior to the 2013 deadline.  

-At the last meeting the Board discussed property for sale on Missile Road as a possible site for a county shop in the Hermosa area but was concerned about access to water. Bies confirmed that the site has access to a water supply.

-Ken Simpson of Simpson & Associates in Rapid City has been contracted to do the appraisal of the 2 acres of land owned by the Mountain View Baptist Church contingent to the airport. He will be doing a Yellow Book appraisal as recommended by the FAA and the appraisal should be completed in a couple of weeks.
