Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  December 9, 2015
Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Jim Lintz, Travis Bies, Mark Hartman, Oonagh Wood, Tracy Kelley – States Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the addition of Buffalo Gap email to Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent after Planning followed by Revised Resolution 2015-10 and an Auto Supplement to the weed chemicals expense account in work session.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

-Jim Lintz moved and Travis Bies seconded to approve the minutes of the November 24, 2015 commission meeting.  Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest – Travis Bies declared a conflict regarding Plat SD077 Approval.
Rex Harris, Planning Director

-Mark Hartman moved and Jim Lintz seconded to approve Plat SD077 located in Sections 31 & 32, T3S,  R10E, BHM and the N ½ of N ½ of Sections 5 & 6, T4S, R10E, BHM, Custer County South Dakota with the understanding that Custer County is not making any declarations on the width of the easement.  Jim Lintz aye, Mark Hartman aye, Oonagh Wood aye, Travis Bies abstained.  Motion carried.
-Jim Lintz moved and Travis Bies seconded to approve Phillips Subdivision Plat Tracts 9A and 9B of Phillips Subdivision #2 formerly Tract 9 of Phillips Subdivision No. 2 Section 34, T3S, R3E, BHM, Custer County South Dakota.  Motion carried.
-Travis Bies moved and Jim Lintz seconded to approve Durrum Plat of Tract Durrum, formerly Tracts 23, 24 and 25 located in Section 15, T4S, R1E, BHM, Custer County South Dakota.  Motion carried.

-Jim Lintz moved and Travis Bies seconded to approve Rausch Subdivision Plat of Lots 1N and 1S Herman Rausch Subdivision, (formerly lot 1 (Revised) Herman Rausch Subdivision), Located in SE ¼ NE ¼ and NE ¼ SE ¼ Section 2 and SW ¼ NW ¼ and NW ¼ SW ¼ Section 1, all in T3S, R7E, BHM, Custer County South Dakota.  Motion carried.
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent

-Gary presented an email regarding “jake brake” noise in the town of Buffalo Gap and a stop sign that had been removed.  Gary informed the Commissioners that the stop sign was removed as per changes that Buffalo Gap town officials requested and that noise issues should be addressed by Buffalo Gap town council members.   The Commissioners concurred.
Revised Resolution 2015-10

-Mark Hartman moved and Travis Bies seconded to approve the Revised Resolution 2015-10 Adoption of Annual Budget for Custer County South Dakota 2016.  The General Fund mill levy was changed from 3.092 to 3.096 and the Building Fund mill levy was changed from .547 to .548.  The Budget has been approved by the South Dakota Department of Revenue as of Dec 9, 2015.  Motion carried.
Kenny Zumbaum – Carroll Creek Road

-Kenny came before the Commissioners to express concerns of snowpack and icy conditions on Carroll Creek Road.  Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent, explained to the Commissioners that because of the dry fall we have been experiencing, the County did not plow many roads after recent snowfalls as moisture from melting snow is needed to enable gravel blading.  This resulted in snow pack.  
Hermosa Town – Agreement to Purchase County Property

-Dan Holsworth, Mayor of Hermosa, provided dates for the purchase of the County’s former Highway shop in Hermosa.  Tracy Kelley will create a purchase agreement with a closing date of 45 days from the date of signing and a resolution regarding the agreed upon price of the purchase.
William Linder – Argyle Loop Road

-A parcel that William and Judy Linder own on Argyle Loop Road is a dedicated public right of way. Tracy Kelley, Gary Woodford and Rex Harris will work with the landowners to address this.  
Ken Couch – South Boundary Section Line of Section 3, T6, R6

-Ken is requesting information on the improvement of a section line that borders his property.  Rex Harris, Planning Director, told Mr. Couch and the Commissioners that this road has had some type of improvements since 1989 and is a section line that is open for public travel.  Wind Cave National Park applied for a FLAP (Federal Land Access Program) Grant in 2013 and it was denied.  Vidal Davila, Wind Cave National Park Superintendent, stated that he will be applying for another grant in the future and Mr. Couch requested to be informed when the FLAP Grant application is made.
Supplemental Budget Hearing
-Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded to supplement the following budgets: $133,000 to General Fund Accounts:  Auditor Budget $35,000 for salary 101-4-141-411.00, the Sheriff budget $63,000 for salary 101-4-211-411.00 and the Custer County Fairgrounds budget $35,000 101-4-524-432.00 for fairground improvements, Means of finance will come from the General Fund Balance Unassigned Reserve,  $68,00 TO Fire Fund Accounts:  $30,000 for an unexpended allocation in 2014 211-4-221-436.00 and $38,000 for a fire feasibility study 211-4-221-422.00, means of finance will come from the Fire Fund Balance Reserve and $680,000 to Building Fund Account 250-4-250-432.10 for the East County Highway Shop project, means of finance will come from the Building Fund Reserve.  Motion carried.
Paul Nettinga, Custer Conservation District

-Unbeknownst to Oonagh Wood, Paul presented an award to her on behalf of Wood Ranch for the conservation efforts which included thinning of trees, creating ponds and creating habitat for elk and other forest species.  Oonagh was pleasantly surprised as she accepted the “2015 Award Of Excellence” from the Custer County Conservation District.
