2015 Public Library Survey

-Designs for a new sign at the Custer County Library were present to the Commissioners by Doris Ann.  Travis Bies moved and Jim Lintz seconded to approve the design and placement of the new sign.  Motion carried.  Doris Ann also discussed the disposal of some library shelving as new shelving was purchased from Mt. Rushmore Memories in Hill City by the Library Foundation.  The old shelving will be surplus.
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff – County Phone System

-Rick Wheeler, Sheriff, and Derick Reiffenrath, Deputy Sheriff, did a study on the existing phone system being used by the County and more importantly by dispatch.  Derick found that the County’s current system did not allow for caller ID and has on 6 lines which inhibits calls coming in or going out.  Derick has proposed a new system that would increase the monthly cost of phone service by $74.20 but could handle 23 calls at one time and provide caller ID.  Mark Hartman moved and Jim Lintz seconded to authorize the transition to the new system.  Motion carried.
John Evans – RPZ Land Acquisition
