
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  April 12th, 2013
Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. The scheduled April 10th Commission Meeting was canceled due to closure of the courthouse due to snow and rescheduled for April 12th.  The Board moved to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the March 27th, 2013 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-None declared

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Closure of Montgomery Street Montgomery Street from Sylvan Lake Road (SD Hwy 89) west to Custer Regional Senior Care and Custer Ambulance Service Garage will be closed for a major road construction project. They will be replacing culverts and rebuilding the road surface in preparation for pavement.  Closure will be from Monday, April 15th through Thursday, April 18th.
-Application for Occupancy on the Right of Way of County Highway- Golden West Telecommunications made application for occupancy of Pleasant Valley Road right of way located in S5, T4S, R4E for placement of buried copper telecommunications cable. The Board moved to approve the application. Motion carried. 
Mike Carter, Director of Emergency Services
Regional Drought Task Force -Carter said that a small group of representatives have been meeting to monitor the weather, follow fire reports, and track forage and crop conditions. Activating the Drought Task Force concept brings together all levels of government and all sources of information for direct communication. Their goal is to provide a united front for issues that arise rather than each entity having their own policies. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the SD Management State and Local Agreement for the second quarter of 2013. Motion carried. 
-Carter advised that Custer County Communications is sponsoring an Active Shooter Class which is funded by a grant from the Standard and Training Commission.  Approximately 60 participants from all over the state will be in attendance. 
Jim Lyndoe, Maintenance
-Jim had Lowe Roofing Inc. inspect the roof on the Custer County Annex Building located at 447 Crook Street. The last upgrade was done in October 1992 to replace the existing non-reinforced PVC field membrane. The existing flashings were reused.  The condition of the field membrane is fair with a remaining useful life of 2 to 5 years. The non-reinforced PVC membrane flashing have failed in several locations around the 3 roof areas and should be replaced. If the flashings are replaced it would be advantageous to reroof at that time.  The Board agreed that Jim should let for bids for the job.  
Rick Wheeler, Sheriff
The County received a letter from Custer School Principal to Mayor Gary Lipp commending the Sheriff’s Departments efforts for security to the students, staff and parents of children that attend school. 
David Green Planning

-Section Line Improvement – Location of the proposed improvement is east off of 246 Street off of Ghost Canyon Road between the SW corner Sections 30 and the NW corner of Section 31 T2, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicants are Ghost Canyon, LLC( Randy Wakefield). Applicant is proposing to improve a portion of a section line for the purposes of access to his lot (PIN 013907). The proposed access road dimensions include: Length = 650’; Width = 18’; Depth = 6”. Projected Cost is $15,795.The Board moved to approve the section line improvement with the stipulation that a road bond be posted for $16,000.00 and that the applicant notify adjacent landowners of the improvement and notify the highway superintent when the project is started. Motion carried.  
Wireless Communication Tower Modification-Petitioner is Daniel Dean, Buell Consulting (for Verizon Wireless). Tower location is Herman Rausch Subdivision – Lot 1 Revised of SE4NE4 & NE4SE4 Section 2, T3, R7, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Applicant is requesting permission to modify an existing wireless communication tower by adding a new antenna. The height of the tower will not be increased. The Board moved to approve the application for modification as recommended by the Planning Commission. Motion carried. 
Permit Report: Wireless Communication permits have generated $35,000 for Custer County since 2008. 
Airport Project Update: The Environmental assessment project started in 2009 should be completed late this spring. Once the document receives FAA approval we will move on to the next step in remediation of the airport runway protection zone (RPZ). The Airport Layout Plan is nearing completion and should be in our hands for review by late spring. Once completed and submitted to the FAA the Board will decide whether or not it is financially feasible to proceed.   
Mail Call/General  Business
-The Board acknowledged the following: 
-Notice from the State that due to sequestration Title I, II & III are subject to a 5.1 % cut which will be about $26,500 in Title I & III and $2,300.00 for Title II; 
-Letter from Hell Canyon Ranger District stating Pacer Corporation proposes to amend the existing Plan of Operations for the White Elephant Mine located about 1500 feet east of White Elephant Trailhead on US Highway 385 and is asking for comments;
-Letter from Hell Canyon Ranger District stating North American Mining, the claim holder of the Virginia Mine, submitted an amendment to their Plan of Operations which permits them to mine pegmatite ore on the claim located 1.4 miles northeast of Pringle and is asking for comments; 
-Received notice from Department of Veterans Affairs stating the county service officer salary reimbursement dollars were reinstated during the 2013 legislation session;
-Tracy Kelley, Custer County State’s Attorney, drafted a Letter of Opinion regarding authority of the Board of County Commissioners to grant right of occupancy in and along public highway in the county. Her conclusion is that 7-11 road is a public highway and the Board of County Commissioners has the right to grant any person engaged in the manufacture or sale of electric light and power the right to occupy right of way in and along public highways within Custer County for purposes of erecting and maintaining poles and wire necessary for the transmission of such electricity in accordance with SDCL 31-26-1.
-State 9-1-1 Coordination Board advised that Governor Daugaard has declared April 14-20, 2013 as National Public Safety Telecommunicators Week in South Dakota. Chris Nichols presented the Commissioners with a Certificate of Recognition from the Governor for Custer County’s vital contributions to safety and well being of the citizens of SD.

Abatement/Refunds-
-Abatement 1052A- Gerald & Cindy Swanson & Orval Vandeest requested an abatement for 2013 taxes payable in the amount of $126.16 due to the fact that the valuation had the wrong taxable acres listed resulting in an error of the valuation made in DOE office.  The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried.
Committee Meeting Reports

-Jim Lintz met with the Fair Board and discussion was held concerning installing a new fence and dugout at the baseball field.  The estimated cost of the project is $25,000.00 which the Fair Board would share 50/50 with the county. The Board agreed that a request for bids should be advertised for the project.  Jim will get the necessary information for the specifications so the auditor can advertise for bids. 
Tax-Exempt Bonds Resolution

The SDACC Executive Board of Directors asked for each county's help in contacting Congressional delegation in support of efforts to maintain the Tax-Exempt Status of Municipal Bonds.  The Board moved to adopt Resolution 2013-3. Motion carried. 
Resolution 2013-3

Supporting Efforts to Maintain the Tax-Exempt Status of Municipal Bonds

WHEREAS, the tax-exempt status of municipal bonds is nearly a century old and is vital to funding local infrastructure and economic development; and

WHEREAS, of the $1.65 trillion of local infrastructure investment over the last decade using tax-exempt bonds, nearly all of it was in six categories: $514 billion for primary and secondary schools; $288 billion for hospitals; $258 billion for water and sewer facilities; $178 billion for roads, highways and streets; $147 billion for public power projects; and $106 billion for mass transit.

WHEREAS, any move to change the current tax treatment of local government bonds would lead to higher borrowing costs for local governments; and


WHEREAS, without tax-exempt financing much needed infrastructure improvements would likely be delayed; and 

WHEREAS, tax-exempt bonds are a critical tool for South Dakota counties to facilitate budgeting and financing of long-term investments in the infrastructure and facilities necessary to meet public demand for government services; and

WHEREAS, at a time when infrastructure demands are great, increasing the cost of local government borrowing could have serious impacts on the national, state and local economies; and

WHEREAS, without the tax-exemption, the effectiveness of the bond market would be significantly dampened, creating higher borrowing costs for county governments, less investment in infrastructure, and fewer jobs. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Custer County does hereby support maintaining the current tax-exempt status of municipal bonds.
