
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date: April 24, 2013 

Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
 The Board moved to approve the agenda with the addition of:  Rex Harris, Custer City Planning Administrator at 8:05 a.m.   Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the April 12th, 2013 commission meeting as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest- Hartman declared a conflict with Hartman Variance Hearing. 
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-The Highway department advertised for gravel bids for ¾” gravel surfacing to be stockpiled in the area of SW1/4 Sec 26 T1S R8E, Pennington County 3 miles east of Highway 79 on Lower Spring Creek Road. One bid was received from Bob Bak Construction who bid $6.25 per ton for crushing and stockpiling 20,000 tons (more or less) of gravel as per specification and enclosed a bid bond for 10%. The Board moved to approve the bid. Motion carried.
Rex Harris, Custer City Planning Administrator
Rex asked if the City Planning Commission could use the Commissioner’s Room in the Custer County Courthouse for their May 13th meeting so they could use the smart board for their presentation.  The Board had no problem with that. 

Blair Waite-Reduction of Plat Fee
-Blair Waite asked the Board to waive or reduce the standard platting fee on the replat of his property into one parcel. Blair platted the property within the past year, paying the standard fees.  He is now being required to replat the property to combine existing parcels.  David Green advised that had Waite handled this issue with the prior plat, the fees paid by Waite at that time would have covered the current issue and would not have required additional fees.  The Board moved to reduce the fee to $100.00 for the change to the plat. Motion carried 

Custer County Conservation District
Paul Nettinga updated the Board on conservation activities and goals for the coming year. 
David Green Planning
 -Final Plat for Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision – Plat of Tract Lazy B, Hartshorn Ranch Estates Subdivision, located in the SE ¼ Section 8, T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicants are Lyle and Donna Hartshorn. The applicants are proposing to create a 30 acre parcel for purposes of transfer. This Plat does not meet the design standards as established in Ordinance 2 to Custer County Highway Department County Road Specifications. The Planning Director recommended that the Custer County Board of Commissioners not approve this plat at this time and that the applicant apply for a variance. The Board moved to table the request and to refer the plat back to the planning commission and that the applicants apply for a variance. Motion carried. 
Hartman Variance Hearing 
As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. The Board of County Commissioners adjourned and sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 9:07 a.m. to consider a Variance Request for Parcel 004626. Legal description:  Pt of Ed Cook Placer Section 26, T3S, R4E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Applicant is Mark Hartman. Hartman requested a variance to the side property line on the south side, because of topography issues (unmovable rocks) for his existing garage. Commissioner Hazeltine advised that he visited the site in issue and confirmed the topography was an issue affecting placement of the structure.  Lintz moved, and Hazeltine seconded a motion to approve the variance. Lintz, Hazeltine and Lampert voted for and Hartman abstained.  Motion carried. The Board adjourned as Board of Adjustments and reconvened as the Board of County Commissioners at 9:17 a.m.
Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission
-Leonard Wood, Dennis Moulton and Tim Holland said the Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission met on April 16th to elect officers.  Leonard Wood was elected as the Chairman, Dennis Moulton as Vice Chairman and Tim Holland as Secretary-Treasurer. They informed the Board of their intent to hire an accounting firm to audit the books and legal counsel to provide advice as needed.  They also discussed the possible need for the County to assist them with the cost of these services.  
Mail Call/General Business
-The Board acknowledged the following:
-An article from County News about the possible recall of 5.1% of money received from Title funds from the Secure Rural Schools program in January 2013 for fiscal year 2012.
-Notice from DENR providing a list of additional materials submitted by Powertech for its large scale mine permit application to Custer and Fall River County Commissions, interested persons, and intervening parties. A contested case hearing will be scheduled for a future date. 
-Notice from SD Board of Geographic Names Notice for public comment on new names to replace Negro Wool Ridge and Negro Canyon in Custer County; Negro Hill and Negro Gulch in Lawrence County and Negro Creek in Pennington County near Medicine Mountain.

-The Board moved to approve the hanging of Tracy Kelley’s mounted elk head in the main entrance of the courthouse. Motion carried.

-Dennis Zellner, Linda Nelson and Dawn McLaughlin made a travel request to attend the SDACO Workshop in Pierre on May 15-17 at cost to the county of $1,209.00 plus use of county vehicle. The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried. 
Abatement/Refunds
979R Refund- Marvin Bishop requested a refund of $78.08 for taxes payable 2012 as a consequence of the Office of Hearing Examiners decision and the Courts opinion on the structure value of his portable livestock shelter. The Board moved to approve the request. Motion carried.
