Gary Woodford – Highway

CUSTER COUNTY ORDINANCE NO. 4 (REVISED)

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A COUNTY WHEEL TAX 


WHEREAS, Custer County originally enacted Ordinance No. 4 with an effective date of January 1, 1987 imposing a wheel tax on motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1, and 


WHEREAS, SDCL 32-5A-1 authorizes the county, by ordinance, to impose a wheel tax on all motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1, registered within Custer County at a rate not to exceed four dollars ($4.00) per vehicle wheel, and 


WHEREAS, there is a need in Custer County to impose such a wheel tax for purposes of constructing and maintaining highways and bridges within Custer County, 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY CUSTER COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA that a wheel tax be, and is hereby, imposed on all vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1 at the following rates:


1 lb    - 2,000 lbs       

$2.00 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $8.00


2,001 - 6,000 lbs


$2.50 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $10.00


Over 6,000 lbs


$3.00 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $12.00

That said tax shall be administered and collected by Custer County, deposited into the county road and bridge fund, used only for highway and bridge maintenance and construction, and distributed in accordance with the resolution passed by the board of county commissioners for Custer County establishing a means of distributing the revenue generated by such wheel tax among the county, municipalities and townships located within the county.  


This ordinance is enacted to replace, in its entirety, Ordinance No. 4 as originally adopted and effective January 1, 1987, and all amendments to Ordinance No. 4 adopted prior to the date hereof, by the board of county commissioners for Custer County, South Dakota.       
First Reading April 29th, 2015.  2nd Reading will be May 12th, 2015 in the Commissioners room at the County Courthouse.
County Property in Hermosa

Paul Nettinga – Conservation District Annual Report

Resolution 2015-6 
-Mark Hartman moved then Travis Bies seconded to approve Resolution 2015-6.  Motion carried.

Resolution 2015-6 COMMERICAL/INDUSTRIAL DISCRETIONARY FORMULA
WHEREAS, the Commissioners of Custer County have considered the impact of a discretionary tax formula to encourage development of certain commercial and industrial property per SDCL 10-6-35.2 within the boundaries of Custer County; and

WHEREAS, the codified laws of the State of South Dakota empower the Commissioners to adopt any formula for assessed value of certain commercial and industrial property (SDCL 10-6-35.2); now therefore

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the following discretionary tax formula for property classified pursuant to SDCL 10-6-35.2 is hereby adopted:

1. That property that meets the requirements of SDCL 10-6-35.2 shall be assessed at the following rates:

20% - First Year; 40% - Second Year; 60% - Third Year; 80% - Fourth Year; 100% - Fifth Year

2. That the Custer County Commissioners shall be solely responsible for determining the classification of certain real property as defined by SDCL 10-6.35.2.

3. That this Resolution shall become effective on April 30th, 2015 and shall remain in effect until further action of the Custer County Board of Commissioners.
