
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
Date:  May 12th, 2015
Chairman Lampert called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Mark Hartman, David Hazeltine, Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
Travis Bies moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to approve the agenda with the addition of the East County Highway Shop security fence bid, a request for equipment purchase from Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent, and a request for letters of intent for the Federal Land Access Program.   A change to the agenda to read 2nd reading of Ordinance #4 County Wheel Tax and Resolution 2015-7 Wheel Tax Distribution.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent 
-Dave Hazeltine moved and Travis Bies seconded to move the East County Hwt Shop fence bid off the table from the April 29th, 2015 Commission meeting.  Motion carried.

-Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded to approve a bid from Fence Crafters in the amount of $37,750 for an 1800’ long x 6’ high fence with 2-24’ gates - one with a security key pad.  Motion carried.
-Gary presented options for purchasing a road grader for the Highway Department.  The grader bid and purchase price were appropriated from a Beadle County bid dated August 9th, 2014.
-Mark Hartman moved and Dave Hazeltine seconded to go in and out of executive session at 8:30 a.m until 8:44 a.m. for negotiations.  Motion carried.

-Travis Bies moved and Mark Hartman seconded the purchase of a 2015 Caterpillar 140M AWD Motor Grader at the price of $279,799 which includes an 84 month/7500 hours warranty.  Motion carried.

-Dave Hazeltine moved and Jim Lintz seconded to authorize Gary Woodford to send a letter of intent to the Department of Transportation for road improvements utilizing the Federal Lands Access Program.  Motion carried.

CUSTER COUNTY ORDINANCE NO. 4 (REVISED)

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A COUNTY WHEEL TAX 


WHEREAS, Custer County originally enacted Ordinance No. 4 with an effective date of January 1, 1987 imposing a wheel tax on motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1, and 


WHEREAS, SDCL 32-5A-1 authorizes the county, by ordinance, to impose a wheel tax on all motor vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1, registered within Custer County at a rate not to exceed four dollars ($4.00) per vehicle wheel, and 


WHEREAS, there is a need in Custer County to impose such a wheel tax for purposes of constructing and maintaining highways and bridges within Custer County, 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY CUSTER COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA that a wheel tax be, and is hereby, imposed on all vehicles as defined in SDCL 32-3-1 at the following rates:


1 lb    - 2,000 lbs       

$2.00 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $8.00


2,001 - 6,000 lbs


$2.50 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $10.00


Over 6,000 lbs


$3.00 per wheel
          Maximum Vehicle Tax $12.00

That said tax shall be administered and collected by Custer County, deposited into the county road and bridge fund, used only for highway and bridge maintenance and construction, and distributed in accordance with the resolution passed by the board of county commissioners for Custer County establishing a means of distributing the revenue generated by such wheel tax among the county, municipalities and townships located within the county.  


This ordinance is enacted to replace, in its entirety, Ordinance No. 4 as originally adopted and effective January 1, 1987, and all amendments to Ordinance No. 4 adopted prior to the date hereof, by the board of county commissioners for Custer County, South Dakota.
