- Lady C Ranch Access- Buildings have been auctioned off on the property and moving them will create some problems.  Trees will have to cut down in the right of way in order to remove the buildings and 10 foot cattle guards could also be an issue.  Gary will work with the Forest Service to set up a plan.
-Truck Purchase- Gary advised the Board that he is planning to purchase a used 1999 Sterling heavy duty truck to add to the highway’s fleet for $40,000.00. Budget funds were set up for that purpose.   
Discussion of Possible Construction/Noise Ordinance

-Eleven county residents attended the meeting to discuss a possible creation of a construction/noise ordinance for Custer County. There were arguments on both sides.  Some think that the government has too much control already while some think not having an ordinance is affecting the quality of life in our county.  Some suggested that it be taken to the vote of the people. In order to be voted on it needs to either be a county initiated measure, whereby the petitioners propose an ordinance, or a county referendum whereby the Custer County Commissioners pass an ordinance and then petitioners circulate a petition to get the ordinance on the ballot. Either petition will need 5% of the 5788 registered voters in the county at the time of the last general election, or 312 signatures.  In order for it to appear on the November 6th, 2012 General Election the petition must be filed by August 3rd, 2012.  In the event that that deadline is missed, a special election must be held within 60 days of filing the petition. 
Executive Session/Legal- Action was taken to go in and out of executive session for legal.  The session began at 6:48 p.m. and adjourned at 6:56 p.m.  No action taken.
