
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
 May 25, 2011
Chairman Hazeltine called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. Travis Bies, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present. Chairman Hazeltine approved the agenda as presented. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commission without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the May 11th, 2011 Commission meeting with a correction in paragraph 3 under Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent. June Hanson was referred to as liaison for the Oglala Sioux Tribes but she is the DOT’s liaison for the tribes. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-Mark Hartman-Airport Variance and Phil Lampert-Abatements
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Cheyenne River Bridge- Gary will pursue setting up a meeting with the Bruce Lindholm from DOT, Nichol  Prince from FEMA and a tribal representative to discuss the Cheyenne River Bridge.

-90/10 Swap Program-DOT is offering this program which will allow the highway department to exchange Custer County’s federal fund sub allocation for $143,000.00 in state highway funds which can be used to repair roads or bridges both on and off the federal aid system.  The Board moved to authorize Gary to pursue the 90/10 swap. Motion carried.  
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the modification to the gravel surfacing research project #11-RO-11020300-025 on Saginaw Road 285 with the Forest Service. Motion carried.  This project is done in cooperation with the Forest Service. The county will load, haul and lay down aggregate furnished by the Forest Service. Saginaw Road will have 3 test sections, each using different aggregate specifications and standards for research over a 2 year period. 
-The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the agreement from the Forest Service to extend the Roadside Brushing Project until June 20th.  Motion carried.
Jim Lyndoe, Maintenance Supervisor
-The Board moved to authorize Lyndoe to make arrangements to move a power pole at the fairgrounds about 60 feet. Motion carried.  

-The Board moved to authorize Lyndoe to take the tractor from the airport to Jenner Equipment for repairs. Motion carried. The Board asked Jim to look for a used mower for the airport.
Dan Holsworth
-Holsworth owns a lot on the backside of the lower level of the Hermosa Annex where DCI agents and sheriff deputies park. He has put about 4” of gravel on the lot and offered to rent the lot to the county for $25.00 per month providing that the county maintain it and add gravel when needed. The area can be enlarged by 12 to 15 feet if needed.  The Board moved to rent the lot from Holsworth for $300.00 per year.  Motion carried.  

Black Hills Recovery Network
-Linda Kramer, President and Dan Holsworth, Vice President asked the county for a pledge to help cover the $30,100.00 for Phase 2 of the Hermosa Floodplain Mapping and Drainage Master Plan. Dan claimed that the floodplain study will assist Hermosa and Custer County in prioritizing and fixing drainage problems. It will outline projects to alleviate the major flooding issues experienced in 2007 and drainage issues in 2008 in the Hermosa area. The question was asked, that if the County pledged funds would there be a way to recover the costs from property owners or developers who would normally be responsible for a floodplain study upon a development proposal. Tracy Kelley, States Attorney, will do some research to find out if there is a way to recoup the funds.   
 Public Hearing for Housing Resolution
-As advertised a public hearing was held at 9:30 a.m. to hear comments for and against a proposed resolution declaring adequate housing accommodations for persons of low or moderate income in the County of Custer and declaring that any further low income housing initiated by Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission be authorized and approved by the Board of County Commissions upon a future finding of necessity.  After comments from the public and further discussion, it was pointed out that the resolution does not prevent construction but requires Board approval of construction. The Board moved to approve resolution 2011-8. Motion carried. 
RESOLUTION 2011-8  

RESOLUTION DECLARING ADEQUATE HOUSING AND ACCOMODATIONS FOR PERSONS OF LOW OR MODERATE INCOME IN THE COUNTY OF CUSTER

WHEREAS, the County of Custer has considered the availability of decent, safe and sanitary dwelling accommodations available to persons of low or moderate income and their families at rentals or prices they can afford; and

WHEREAS, the County of Custer has an abundance of housing units available to persons of low or moderate income and their families at rentals or prices they can afford; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Custer finds that no further need exists for such housing within the County of Custer;   

 THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners for Custer County, pursuant to SDCL Chapter 11-7, hereby finds, determines and declares:

1. There is an abundance of housing units available to persons of low or moderate income and their families at rentals or prices they can afford. 

2. There does not currently exist in Custer County the need to establish or improve the quality of housing for persons of low or moderate income and their families at rentals or prices they can afford.

3. That Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission may not initiate any low-rent housing project or enter into any contract with respect thereto, consistent with SDCL 11-7-53, unless otherwise specifically authorized and approved by the Board of County Commissioners upon a future finding of necessity. 

4. There is a need for Custer County Housing and Redevelopment Commission to continue in its maintenance and operation of its existing housing units.

Public Hearing for Airport Variance

-As advertised, a public hearing was held at 10:15 a.m. on a variance application. The variance consideration is in reference to the Zoning Ordinance for Custer County Airport, Section V, B (2). Mark Hartman, owner and applicant, proposes to build a residential structure in Zone 1. The legal description is Ramsey Subdivision-Lot B of Tract Ramsey of HES #177 in N2 of Section 2, T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, SD.  The Planning Commission recommended approval of the variance based upon an understanding of the FAA guidelines, the property acquisition project and a limited impact on the future potential for a GIS improved approach. If the Board agrees that a one mile GPS approach is adequate and that the parcels that are adjacent to the north side of the airport properties are not vital for such an approach then the Planning Department is in agreement with the variance request. Lampert moved and Hazeltine seconded a motion to approve the variance.  Hartman abstained. Motion carried.
