Resolution 2015-7 Wheel Tax Distribution

RESOLUTION 2015-7 - RESOLUTION AMENDING DISTRIBUTION OF WHEEL TAX REVENUE
WHEREAS, the Custer County Board of County Commissioners enacted Ordinance No. 4 (Revised) imposing a wheel tax on all motor vehicles as defined by SDCL 32-3-1, registered within Custer County; and 

WHEREAS, the Custer County Board of County Commissioners adopted a resolution establishing a means of distributing the revenue generated by the wheel tax among the county and municipalities located within Custer County on July 1, 1986; and 

WHEREAS, SDCL 32-5A-2 authorizes the Board of County Commissioners to establish a means of distributing the revenue generated by the wheel tax among the county and the municipalities and townships located within the county; and that need exceeds the revenue generated by the wheel tax; now therefore

WHEREAS, there is a continuing need for maintenance and construction of highways and bridges within Custer County; and 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners for Custer County, that the revenue generated by the wheel tax imposed pursuant to Ordinance No. 4 shall be distributed as follows:


-$1.00 annually for each municipality and township located within Custer County;


and


 -All remaining revenue shall be retained by Custer County to be used for highway and bridge maintenance and/or construction as authorized by law.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the prior resolution dated July 1, 1986 be and is hereby amended in its entirety and shall take effect January 1, 2016.  Motion to approve by: Mark Hartman.  Motion seconded by:  Dave Hazeltine. Votes for:  4  Votes against:  0
