
Custer County Commissioner Meeting 
 May 8, 2013 

Chairman Bies called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance. David Hazeltine, Jim Lintz, Phil Lampert, Mark Hartman, Tracy Kelley, State’s Attorney and the Auditor were present.
The Board moved to approve the agenda with the following addition: Executive Session, Negotiations under Gary Woodford, Highway Supervisor.  Motion carried. In the following proceedings, all action taken was first duly moved and seconded, received a unanimous vote of the Commissioners without dissenting vote or abstention, unless otherwise stated.

Minutes

The Board moved to approve the minutes of the April 24th, 2013 commission meeting and the April 24th and April 30th Board of Equalization meetings as presented. Motion carried.
Declaration of Conflict of Interest-Mark Hartman declared a conflict of interest with Ted Hartman Variance Hearing.
Gary Woodford, Highway Superintendent
-Custer County Highway Department has been authorized by Hell Canyon Ranger District to cut Mt. Pine Beetle killed or infested hazard trees on National Forest Systems lands within 100 feet of the edge of County or Forest Service roads under the Cooperative Road Agreement.  Highway employees are authorized to cut, buck, limb and skid trees to be decked at a nearby landing area approved by Joe Harbach. 
- The Board moved to go in and out of executive session for negotiations. The session began at 8:10 a.m. and adjourned at 8:23 a.m. The Board moved to authorize the Chairman to sign the Utilities Certificate, Letting Authorization and Right-of-Way Certificate with the SD Department of Transportation for the 8th Street Bridge project (BRF 6419(36) PCN 11YX. Motion carried. 
-Gary asked the Board if the County wanted to continue participating in the Department of Agriculture grant for evasive species, primarily for hoary crest weeds, in the amount of $10,000.00. The grant is a 50/50 match of which 50% is covered by a state weed grant. The Board moved to continue with the program and to apply for the grant. Motion carried.   

-The Board moved to reimburse Jon Gerhrels, Weed and Pest Coordinator, the county rate of $41.07 per month for applications used on his Smart Phone for county business.  Motion carried. 
Hermosa Ball Field Bid
-Bids were advertised for building a backstop, dugout and chain link fence for the Hermosa ball field. The following bids were received and opened by Chairman Bies. 

Fence Tech Services, LLC, Sundance, WY for $35,470.00; The Fence Connection, Rapid City, SD for $28,984.00;The Fence Company, Rapid City, SD for $24,401.06; Fence Crafters of the Black Hills, Box Elder, SD for $25,273.56 and Rushmore Fencing Company, Rapid City, SD for $21,731.35. The Board moved to table the bid letting until the May 22nd meeting. Motion carried.  Each bidding contractor was asked to email a description of their plans for the dugout portion of the bid to the auditor. 
Later in work session it was suggested that we send each bidder more detailed specifications of the project, particularly the dugout area, to allow them to submit for any modifications to their bid.

Richard Raush-Protest Taxes

Richard advised the Board that he paid his first half of property taxes in protest at the treasurer’s office.  He says that since the Custer School District is still planning to close Lower Spring Creek School he feels that he is overtaxed on his property for the limited services he gets.  He is planning to commence with action against the treasurer for recovery of the tax in court.  He understands that the county has no control over taxes levied by the school but would appreciate any support the Board could give to keeping the school open.

Section Line Policy

PUBLIC ROAD RIGHT OF WAY BOUNDARY SETBACK POLICY STATEMENT

Whereas Article I, Section 4 of Custer County Ordinance #2 allows for a Statement of Policy to govern a particular situation in which the practical application of the ordinance procedures is not compatible with the intent of the Ordinance.

Whereas Goal 3 of the Custer County Comprehensive Plan states Make land use and subdivision regulations of the county objective and consistent for ease of administration and

Whereas it is understood that the intent for setback requirements as described in Ordinance #2, Article IV, Section 1, 7. (B), Article V, Section 1, 6. (C), and Article V, Section 2, 6. (C) is for the purpose of public safety, general welfare and traveling convenience and 

Whereas an unimproved section line right of way does not pose a threat to public safety, general welfare and the traveling convenience.

Therefore, it shall be the policy of Custer County that the aforementioned referenced setback requirements as described in Ordinance 2 are applicable to plated as well as improved road right of ways but are not applicable to unimproved section line right of ways.  This policy is intended for clarification as to the application of Ordinance #2 and in support of the Goals and Policies as adopted in the Comprehensive Plan.

McDermott Variance Hearing
-As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. The Board of County Commissioners adjourned and sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 9:05 a.m. to consider a Variance Request for Parcel 6170, 2.65 acres. The applicant is Lesa McDermott. The legal description is Harris Subdivision – Lot 1 of Tract B of HES #195 in SW4 Section 6 T4S, R5E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  The Board moved to table the request. Motion carried.
Hartshorn Variance Hearing

-As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. The Board of County Commissioners sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 9:06 a.m. to consider a variance on parcel 9636, 443.15 acres. Lyle Hartshorn is the applicant. The legal description is all of Section 8 (less Tr 4-10 of Hartshorn Ranch Estates and NE4NE4), T4S, R7E, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota. Hartshorn asked for a variance due to geographic and topographic constraints that make it not possible to meet the Custer County Highway Department’s minimum standard of radii of the road centerline on horizontal curves at not less than 100 feet. The public right of way drawn on the plat will have minimum radii of 68’.  Hartshorn said that he was confident that the road radii would be closer to the 100’ than to 68’ when it was finished. The Board moved to approve the variance. Motion carried. 
Hartman Variance Hearing

As advertised, a public hearing was held on a variance request. The Board of County Commissioners sat as the Board of Adjustments for the hearing at 9:09 a.m. to consider a variance on Parcel 4959, 3.10 acres. Ted Hartman is the applicant.  The legal description is Hartman Subdivision – Lot 2 of Tr F in E2NW4 Section 35 T3, R4, BHM, Custer County, South Dakota.  Hartman asked for a variance for setback to build a residence 5 foot from property line. 
The neighbor has been contacted and has no objections. The Planning Board recommended approving it. Lintz made a motion, seconded by Hazeltine, to approve the request for variance.  Hartman abstained and Lintz, Hazeltine and Lampert in favor or. Motion carried. 
-The Board adjourned as Board of Adjustments and reconvened as the Board of County Commissioners at 9:11a.m.
